PUBLIC COMMENT

III.
VILLAGE COMISSION MEMBERS COMMENTS

Bruce Kramper, 178 Pheasant Run Trail, addressed the Board as Chair of the Environmental and Health (E&H) Commission to discuss the Heritage tree ordinance (adopted in 2009). Chairman Kramper explained that the Village received letters from applicants who were not pleased with the final decision of the E&H Commission regarding their application to remove heritage trees from the Village. It was noted that one letter was from the Biltmore Country Club and the other was from a Wynstone resident. Chairman Kramer asked that the Board review the Heritage tree ordinance as a result of the letters. 
Trustee Boland suggested that the E&H Commission review the ordinance and make recommendations prior to the Board’s review.

Chairman Kramper explained that applicants have complained that it can be costly to remove Heritage trees and that the ordinance is too restrictive and not applicable to their situation. He added that he and the Village Forester work together with the applicants to find alternative solutions.

There was discussion among the Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite and Chairman Kramper about whether the E&H Commission needs more authority to reach a final decision. 
John Cifonelli, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board and noted that the ordinance does not reference different tree species. 
President Pino stated that the Board would review the current ordinance and that the matter would be placed on the upcoming agenda.

A.
Susan Allman, Village Forester – Forester Update for 2013
Susan Allman, Village Forester, addressed the Board to provide a forestry report for 2013. Ms. Allman explained that the Village removed 175 trees in 2013. Of the 175 trees removed, 155 were Ash trees. She explained that the Village planted 74 trees which included a wide variety of different species.
Ms. Allman explained that the Village’s total expenditure for the forestry program was $46,000 in FY 2013/2014. 
Trustee Andrew noted that the cost of tree removal seemed reasonable considering the number of trees removed. Ms. Allman noted that the Village received a grant which contributed to the cost of removing the Ash trees. 

Ms. Allman additionally added that the Board amended the Village Code in 2013 to improve tree management in street right of ways. 
President Pino thanked Ms. Allman for her efforts.

 Ms. Meagan Irion, 517 Castleview Court, North Barrington 
ZONING VARIATIONS NEEDED:

ZR-10-1-2(B) and  

ZR-10-4-2(A,1,b):     
A non-conforming building or use shall not be expanded.

The property at 517 Castleview Court is non-conforming by reason of lot size.  Properties in the R-3 Zoning District shall have an area of at least 40,000 square feet.  The area of the subject property (Lots 23, 24, 25 and 26 in Block 1 of Biltmore Country Estates Unit No. 1) is approximately 25,666 square feet and is therefore a non-conforming use in the R-3 District. 

John Cifonelli, Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) Chairman, addressed the Board and stated that the ZBA unanimously recommended the applicant’s zoning variation requests at its meeting held 12/10/13. Chairman Cifonelli explained that the owner requested a modest expansion to her home. The Village Forester and Village Health Officer had no issues with the proposed plans. There were no setback issues. 

There was brief discussion among the Board and Chairman Cifonelli about the total square footage of the house. It was noted that the proposed plans complied with the Village’s lot coverage ratio.

Consideration of Resolution # 2696, Appointing Karlin Gingrich, Deputy Clerk

Trustee Boland inquired whether Ms. Ginrich’s contract expired with the staffing agency and if there was an additional commission fee upon hiring Ms. Gingrich permanently. 

President Pino explained that he spoke with the staffing agency. He noted that Ms. Gingrich’s contract would expire in December. There was no additional fee to hire Ms. Gingrich on a permanent basis. 
It was noted that the Village paid a total of $5,200 to A`N`D Staffing for their service which was separate from Ms. Gingrich’s earnings.

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC

Emergency Operations Plan, Review and Nomination
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC addressed the Board and explained that the Village’s Emergency Operations Plan (EOP) requires the appointment of a representative to conduct emergency operations should the Village President be incapacitated. Ms. Schumm provided a brief description of the representative’s responsibilities including emergency training. 

President Pino suggested Trustee Boland for the EOP position.

Ms. Schumm noted that the EOP representative information would be filed with the County.

Water study to Isolate Illicit Discharge

Ms. Schumm explained that illicit discharge has been detected at three “hot spots” in Flint Creek. She has been working with Village Health Officer Natalie Karney for possible solutions. Ms. Schumm obtained a quote from Integrated Lakes Management and Land Technology, Inc. and recommended that the Board approve an amount of $10,000 to allow for further investigation.

Ms. Schumm explained that estimate for Integrated Lakes Management (ILM) was in the amount of $2,300 and the estimate for Land Technology, Inc.’s was approximately $7-$9,000. Ms. Schumm noted that the estimates could be modified, if needed. She noted that the funds could come out of the FY 2014 Flint Creek budget.
President Pino inquired about the sizable difference between estimates. 

Village Health Officer Natalie Karney addressed the Board and explained that the estimate for Land Technology, Inc. varied as several phases may be required for testing. The estimate was additionally based on time. It was noted that there are ninety-five units which may require evaluation however; some of the some of the units may be eliminated if there was a recent septic repair or replacement.   
Trustee Pais asked about the history of water quality. Ms. Schumm explained that illicit discharge has been consistently detected in certain “hot spots” within the creek which was the basis for her approaching the Board.
There was discussion among the Board and Village Health Officer Karney about the current septic ordinance. 
Trustee Boland asked if ILM would focus on testing the “hot spots” in Flint Creek. Ms. Schumm explained ILM would study the topography and watershed to identify the areas that drain into the creek. It was noted that ILM and Land Technology, Inc. would work together as ILM would perform the initial investigation and Land Technology, Inc. would perform the field investigation. 

President Pino inquired about the degree of urgency to initiate the testing as well as the cost associated with testing. Ms. Schumm explained that a high concentration of illicit discharge has consistently been found in the creek and noted that she has concern about contamination. Ms. Schumm stated that she was hopeful that the issue would be resolved quickly and that there would not be a need to use the entire amount of estimated funds. 

There was further discussion among the Board and Ms. Schumm about the testing.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite suggested that Board consider the issue as it might be a concern with a state agency such as the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency. 

President Pino suggested that the Village begin the process of testing with ILM.
Trustee Pais suggested that the Village consider coordinating a comprehensive plan with regard to illicit discharge within the Village.
There was further discussion among the Board and Ms. Schumm.

Motion: Trustee Boland moved to approve the Integrated Lakes Management proposal in the amount not to exceed $2,300 to initiate the water quality testing process in order to identify the source of illicit discharge within Flint Creek; seconded by Trustee Andrew.

Culvert Maintenance Program

Ms. Schumm stated that she spoke with Cuba Township Highway Department (Cuba Township) about working with the Village and its proposed culvert maintenance program. Ms. Schumm explained that Cuba Township provided her with reasonable hourly rates which could be incorporated into the original budget. She noted the Cuba Township will work with the Village as a team member to assist with designing the program.

Ms. Schumm explained that the anticipated budget to initiate the proposed culvert maintenance program is approximately $8,000 which would extend to the end of the FY 2013/2014 budget. The cost includes the development/testing of software needs which includes identifying all of the culverts throughout the Village and subsequently creating a database. It was noted that grants may be applied for toward the end of the project.

Trustee Pais asked why the Village could not utilize the Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) software program such as its Geographical Information System (GIS) instead of creating a new software program. 

Ms. Schumm explained that the Village would be building a database for Village projects which could be utilized by the Village, Cuba Township and BACOG, among others. 

There were further inquiries from Trustee Pais which were addressed by Ms. Schumm.

Trustee Smith noted that he would speak with the BACOG Executive Director, Janet Agnoletti, about their software system at the next Water Resources Committee meeting.

Motion: Trustee Pais moved to approve the amount of not to exceed $8,000, using funds from the FY 2014 budget, to initiate the proposed culvert maintenance project; seconded by Trustee Boland.

President Pino declared the motion approved.   

President Pino stated that the remainder of the project would be determined at a later time.

Ms. Schumm noted that there was an emergency repair to a roadway shoulder located next to the ravine on Brookside Road which was beginning to deteriorate. It was noted that the shoulder area was stabilized by Cuba Township and that there would be a necessary culvert repair come spring.

Ms. Schumm stated that she would be exploring path alternatives to Eton Park. President Pino stated that the Board would like to view the plans prior to a resident presentation.

Ms. Schumm reported on the status of the Oxford Road closing. She stated that the smaller culvert system was removed; however, Lake County Stormwater Management Commission required that the project be stabilized until spring.

President Pino stated that Village Administrator Kathy Nelander wrote an excellent “thank you” letter of correspondence to Lake County for their efforts with the Miller Road project. Lake County forwarded the amount of $150,000 which was owed to the Village per the Village’s Intergovernmental Agreement with the County.

President Pino asked Ms. Schumm to share with the Board her recent certifications. Ms. Schumm explained that she is now a certified wetlands specialist in Lake County. She further explained that she completed Army Corps training and wetland considerations which means that she can now apply and sign off on permits and perform wetland delineations. President Pino congratulated Ms. Schumm on her accomplishments.
