Consideration of Request for Donation, 2015 Barrington Fourth of July Parade Committee 
President Pino explained that the Barrington 4th of July Parade Committee invited the Village to help celebrate Barrington’s Sesquicentennial, 150th year anniversary, by supporting the parade and becoming a sponsor of the event.
Village Administrator Kathy Nelander explained that the Village has supported the parade in years past. It was noted that the contribution was $750.00 in 2014.
Trustee Weiner suggested that the Village contribute a total of $500.00.

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting 
1. Project Updates
Ms. Schumm stated that she met with the Parks Commission to discuss the possibility of developing pathways and constructing a pavilion. She is also working with an eagle scout regarding the placement of an informational sign at the park. 

Ms. Schumm reported that it is recommended that the Village implement action items from the Section 319 grant applications within the Flint Creek Watershed which are due in July. She spoke with President Pino and Trustee Sauer about the possibility of tying in the road program planning for 2016 and 2017 to apply for stormwater grants to supplement needed improvements on road shoulders. She stated that she would like to meet with the Trustee Sauer, Administrator Nelander and Village Engineer Al Stefan to discuss the matter further. 

2. Consideration to renew Water Quality Testing Services with Integrated Lakes Management as recommended by the Environmental & Health Commission.

Nancy Schumm addressed the Board and explained that she met with the Environmental & Health (E&H) Commission to discuss the renewal of the Village’s water quality testing contract with Integrated Lakes Management (ILM). ILM has been testing the Village’s water quality for the last five years. It was noted that the E&H Commission recommended approval of the proposal. 

Ms. Schumm explained that the ILM proposal consists of services to identify the primary sources of fecal coliform in the Flint Creek Watershed, consisting of Honey Creek Drain and Flint Creek. Ms. Schumm noted that the testing of heavy metals would not be included as part of the testing and that she is in the process of negotiating which parameters to study for the watershed group sampling. Dr. Kurt O. Thomsen, Flint Creek Watershed Partnership (FCWP) Coordinator, has secured a grant for the testing  and the Village will be matching the portion related to water quality testing. Theses additions will complement the Village’s water testing program. 
Trustee Andrew inquired about the cost associated with water quality testing. It was noted that the cost is approximately $2,600.00/year and the term of the contract is three years from 2015 thru 2017.
Ms. Schumm stated that fecal coliform and phosphorus have been identified in the stream corridors.  It was noted that the fecal coliform is turning up downstream. ILM would like to perform more testing for fecal coliform to further isolate where the hot spots are originating. Ms. Schumm additionally stated that high phosphorus levels are coming from Lake Zurich. Ms. Schumm explained that the Village has a legal responsibility to report illegal discharge and noted that she has contacted Lake Zurich’s engineers to discuss the matter. 
Trustee Andrew inquired about remedies and possible dye-testing. Administrator Nelander stated that the E&H Commission is currently examining the possibility of amending the Village Code in order to conduct dye testing for residents whose property abuts a body of water.

Trustee Weiner stated that the Village could file an injunction. Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite discussed various legal steps in terms of enforcement should a point source of pollution be identified.

Ms. Schumm noted that the water quality has improved based on the Village’s restoration activities and efforts.

There was brief discussion among the Board. 

Motion: Trustee Boland moved to approve the Integrated Lake Management, Inc. Proposal dated 3/10/15 for Water Quality Testing within the Village for Fecal Coliform Sampling for a period of three years; seconded by Trustee Pais.

President Pino explained that he attended the BACOG Executive Board meeting on 3/17/15 and updated the Village Board on their activities including discussions on baseline surface and groundwater water level conditions in the BACOG area and the declining water levels. 
President Pino noted that the Governor appointed Barrington Village President Karen Darch to a task force committee on unfunded mandates. 
There was brief discussion about Governor Rauner’s proposed cut to the Local Government Distributive Fund.
President Pino stated that a Finance Committee Meeting is scheduled for March 21st. at 9:00 a.m.

President Pino stated that BACOG is sponsoring an Emergency Management Regional Tabletop Exercise on May 12th.  It was noted that BACOG has limited the total number of individuals to three or fewer from each Village.

Trustee Pais created a chart using the Request for Proposals in order to differentiate the types of services provided by each waste hauler. 

Trustee Pais reported that a special committee will be assembled to review the waste hauler service presentations and information. The special committee will subsequently provide a recommendation to the Village Board. J.W. Braithwaite noted that the special committee meeting must abide by the Open Meetings Act. 
President Pino thanked Trustee Pais for his efforts.

Trustee Janice Sauer
Trustee Sauer reported that Village Engineers Ruekert Mielke took core samples from the Village parking lot to test the Landlock material which was used to solidify sections that had saturated soils. 

The core samples that were taken were not solidified. A meeting was held at Cuba Township Highway Department on 3/17/15 with President Pino, Highway Commissioner Randy Marks, Landlock Representative Jay Walley, Ruekert Mielke Engineer John Beissel and Trustee Sauer to discuss the core samples taken.

Landlock claims that core samples should not have been taken as it compromises the remainder of the binder. Landlock suggested seal coating the area where the core samples were taken. Highway Commission Marks suggested seal coating the entire binder and waiting one or two years to place the final surface coat on the parking lot however; Village engineers have concern that seal coating the entire surface may trap moisture within. Trustee Sauer noted her concerns of additional costs and that discussion continue. 

Trustee Sauer reported that she met with Trustee Boland and Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite to discuss the language regarding proposed changes to the draft Comprehensive Plan.
