II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT 
Scott Payne, 255 Oxford Road, addressed the Board and indicated that he has removed approximately fourteen out of thirty dead Ash trees from his one acre of property and noted that it’s been a financial burden to remove so many trees. Mr. Payne explained that there are three dead Ash trees along his driveway which he believes are in the Village right of way. He requested that the Village Forester inspect the trees in order to determine if they are in the Village right of way. He noted that any assistance would be appreciated.  

Mr. Payne additionally stated there are five trees with branches overhanging power lines on his property and noted that Com Ed might be responsible for those trees.
President Pino requested that Village Forester Susan Allman examine the trees on Mr. Payne’s property.

VILLAGE COMISSION MEMBERS COMMENTS
Kim Ritschel, 284 Oxford Road, addressed the Board on behalf of the Parks & Recreation Commission as one of its members. She explained that the Parks & Recreation Commission is requesting that the Board consider the possible installation of a footbridge (or bridges) on the closed portion of Oxford Road between Glen Circle and Brookside Drive. She noted that the Parks & Recreation Commission believes that a bridge would provide recreational value to the neighborhood.
President Pino acknowledged that the Board had considered the matter upon closing Oxford Road however; noted that cost was an issue at the time since a pre-fabricated bridge cost approximately $27,000. President Pino noted that the Village would look into the matter for a second time.

Motion to approve Resolution # 2756, a Resolution approving an Intergovernmental Jurisdictional Boundary Agreement by and among the Village of Tower Lakes, the Village of Port Barrington, the Village of Island Lake, The Village of Lake Barrington, the Village of North Barrington, and the Village of Wauconda (collectively referred to as “Signatory Villages”) The “Signatory Villages” previously entered into an Intergovernmental Jurisdictional Boundary Agreement dated November 10, 1993, the term of which Agreement expired in 2013.
Trustee Boland explained that the previous agreement expired in 2013. It was noted that the proposed agreement was an extension of the previous agreement and a renewal of the document was desirable.  
President Pino noted that there were minor revisions to the agreement. The Villages of Tower Lakes and Wauconda had an issue regarding a jurisdictional boundary. The issue was resolved between the two parties.

Motion to Approve Resolution # 2757, a Resolution approving an Agreement by and between the State of Illinois, acting by and through its Department of Transportation and the Village of North Barrington
The general scope of work consists of the addition of a left turn lane on the east and west legs of the Intersection of IL Route 22 at Old Barrington Road, culvert replacement, traffic signal installation and drainage improvements
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite recommended approving the succeeding documents prior to Resolution #2757 due to the structure of the Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) documents. It was noted that the (subsequent) documents would not need to be renumbered.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite suggested tabling the matter until the final draft was submitted.

Trustee Pais recommended that the Board make a decision on 1 of 2 pie charts approved by the Plan Commission.

Trustee Andrew suggested using both pie charts. There was brief discussion among the Board about the use of both pie charts.

Trustee Smith recommended that language be included explicably reflecting that both charts include the same information.

VI.
ADMINISTRATION – President Albert Pino

A.
Consideration of an ordinance to approve an Easement to the Biltmore CC in the unpaved north portion of the right of way of Castleview Court for the purpose of installation and maintenance of landscaping by Biltmore Country Club and to allow a small portion of the grass area surrounding the Club’s practice tee to be within the right of way, Ordinance #________
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the matter required legal notice and would be on the agenda in June.
B.
Consideration of Waste Hauler Proposals – Discussion and possible action
Trustee Pais explained that a special committee was formed to evaluate the waste haulers proposals. Committee members were Linda Aylward of the Environmental & Health (E&H) Commission Member who served as Chair, Janis Menges, Plan Commission (PC) Member and Laura Ramirez, Wynstone Manager. Ms. Aylward was in attendance to discuss the special committee’s recommendation to the Board. 

Trustee Pais noted that those who submitted proposals for waste hauler services were in attendance. He invited each vendor to address the Board.

Josh Molnar, Groot Industries, Inc. (Groot) addressed the Board and explained that he was disappointed that Groot was not selected by the special committee for their services. He indicated that Groot provided two options:
· Curbside Collection Program – (1) 95 gallon refuse cart/ (1) 65 gallon recycling cart/ (1) bulk item per week/unlimited yard waste pick-up.
· Curbside Collection Program with Option Yard Waste - (1) 95-gallon refuse cart/ (1) 65 gallon recycling cart/ (1) bulk item per week/choice to participate in yard waste program.

Mr. Molnar indicated that Groot could additionally:

· Provide for the collection of organic material.
· Provide for the collection of electronic waste.
· Upgrade the recycling cart from a 65 gallon cart to a 95 gallon cart.
Mr. Molnar stated that Groot is a family owned business and references were provided.
It was noted that Mr. Molar attended the special committee meeting and was provided an opportunity to address particular issues that were questioned at the meeting.

Mike Brink, Waste Management, Inc. (WM) addressed the Board and explained that WM is the current waste hauler for the Village and noted that he was disappointed that WM was not selected by the special committee for their services. He explained that WM is a sound company, financially and with regard to safety. He added that switching haulers might create a disruption in service.    
Mr. Brink stated that WM’s cost is slightly higher than the other waste haulers however; noted that WM has provided a trusted service. He added that the cost difference between vendors is such that residents would most likely not even notice the difference on their bill. 
Steve Schweinsberg, Prairie Land Disposal, Inc. (Prairie Land) addressed the Board and stated that Prairie Land is a local company based in Lake Barrington. He indicated that Prairie Land bid on the waste hauler services according to the Request for Proposal (RFP) and noted that there would be minimal disruption in service to Village residents. 

Mr. Schweinsberg noted that the collection day for services would not change and would remain on Tuesdays. 
Linda Aylward addressed the Board and explained that the committee members represented different areas of the Village including the Biltmore, Wynstone and Clover Hill Subdivisions. 
Ms. Aylward explained that the special committee had lengthy discussions with the three vendors. She noted that the special committee was cautioned to stick to the original proposals as submitted by each vendor according to the Request for Proposal (RFP). The special committee found that additional services were added by some vendors to accommodate the Village after the proposals were submitted. 
Ms. Aylward referenced a chart created by Trustee Pais that itemized each waste hauler’s information which was included in the Board’s packet materials. 

There was discussion between the Board and Ms. Aylward regarding the itemized services offered by Groot, WM and Prairie Land. Ms. Aylward highlighted the following services:

· Recyclables – Prairie Land and WM offered a variety of containers up-front at no additional cost. Groot offered a larger recyclable bin after their proposal was submitted. 

· Yard Waste – Prairie Land offered (kitchen) food and animal waste pick-up which is composted with grass clippings and taken to Midwest Organics Recycling. 

· Education – Prairie Land offered an additional educational brochure on container.
· Large Items – WM offered 1 item/week. Groot and Prairie Land offered “on call” (one week’s notice).
· Electronics – Prairie Land offered free drop off including televisions and their location is in Lake Barrington. 
· Consumer Price Index – WM offered a 2 to 4 CPI increase which was slightly better than Groot and Prairie Land.
· Transport – Groot offered multi-pass (1 truck for recycling and 1 truck for garbage). WM and Prairie Land offered one-pass (garbage and recycling combined into 1 truck).
Ms. Alyward stated that the special committee unanimously recommended Prairie Land.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite asked Mr. Schweinsberg if Prairie Land would be agreeable to adding a provision to the multi-year contract (if awarded) that would provide for cancellation after one year should the Village be dissatisfied with Prairie Land’s services, regardless of fault. 
Mr. Schweinsberg stated that he would inquire whether Prairie Land would accept such a cancellation provision. He also noted that the Prairie Land provided references including the Village of Richmond and unincorporated areas of McHenry County.

It was noted that the E&H Committee met on 4/7/15 to initially consider the proposals followed by a special committee meeting on 4/30/15 to review the proposals.
President Pino inquired whether the vendors were provided the opportunity to provide a full disclosure of their services.
Ms. Aylward replied that the vendors were provided the opportunity to provide a full disclosure of their services as submitted in their proposals. 
Trustee Weiner inquired whether there were any laws requiring the Village to go with the lowest responsible bidder. 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that there are special statues related to waste hauling services which require public hearings, only when the municipality first provides refuse removal services  He added that the Village may waive the lowest bidder requirement with a 2/3 majority vote by the Village Board. 

Trustee Pais was of the opinion that that Prairie Land was the lowest bidder based on the unlimited options cost.
Trustee Weiner asked Groot and WM to address the Board regarding their services to other municipalities. 

Mr. Molnar (Groot) indicated that they service approximately 53 municipalities specific to northeastern Illinois.

Mr. Brink (WM) indicated that they service approximately 80 to 90 municipalities in the Chicagoland area and approximately 150 municipalities in downstate Illinois.

Ms. Aylward explained that the special committee asked Prairie Land about their service should one of their trucks experience mechanical failure. She stated that the special committee was assured that Prairie Land has a sufficient number of trucks to avoid service interruption. 
Trustee Weiner stated that he has been extremely satisfied with WM’s services. It was noted that Trustee Weiner had a major concern that Prairie Land would not be able to fulfill their contract. 
Trustee Andrew inquired whether E&H Commission Chairman Bruce Kramper would be able to address the Board regarding his comments. 
It was noted that Mr. Kramper would postpone his comments in order to allow the Board to make an unbiased decision.

Consideration of a motion to ratify Agreement between Constellation Energy Services, Inc. and the Village of North Barrington to provide Aggregation Services at a Fixed Rate of $.0709 per kWh, for a 24 month billing cycle scheduled to commence with the July 2015 meter reads
Trustee Boland explained that the Board previously approved Trustee Smith to act as the liaison and to negotiate and take any and all necessary action to extend the existing agreement with Constellation Energy Services, Inc. 1. Parks Commission Request for the Installation of Footbridges on the closed portion of Oxford Road

Trustee Andrew reported on the activities of the Parks & Recreation (P&R) Commission and stated that the P&R Commission requested that the Board consider the possible installation of a footbridge (or bridges) on the closed portion of Oxford Road. Trustee Andrew stated that the Village Board previously discussed having a bridge for walking/biking on Oxford Road when the road was removed. She and Nancy Schumm recently visited the site. It was noted that the Village received $150,000 from Lake County for compensatory storage.
Trustee Andrew reported that she and Nancy Schumm also looked at the possibility of using the existing box culvert under IL Route 59 in order to access pathways leading to Grassy Lake since the P&R Commission is looking into pathway concept plans.

John Cifonelli, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board and stated that his neighbor’s 13 year old daughter was walking her dog and crossed the creek in order to get to the park. Mr. Cifonelli was of the opinion that a footbridge is needed for safety reasons.
