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MINUTES OF A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES

OF THE VILLAGE OF NORTH BARRINGTON WHICH WAS HELD WEDNESDAY, SEPTEMBER 28, 2011 AT THE NORTH BARRINGTON VILLAGE HALL,

111 OLD BARRINGTON ROAD

I.      Call to Order and Roll Call 
At 7:32 p.m. President Albert R. Pino, called the Meeting to order. The Village Clerk led the pledge of Allegiance, and then called the roll:

II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC addressed the Board to advise them that she would like to assign the Flint Creek Water Quality Testing results to the Environmental & Health Commission for their review and involvement. 

Ms. Schumm stated that she would also like to assist BACOG and the Illinois State Geological Survey with the observation well if approved by the Board.

Bill O’Mahoney, Trees of Green, 27929 W Commercial Ave., Barrington, addressed the Board to discuss a discrepancy concerning the invoice regarding the Village-wide brush clean up and answer Board questions. 

Mr. O’Mahoney provided a brief history of services provided by Trees of Green within the Village of North Barrington and surrounding Villages. He stated that Trees of Green removed 42 truckloads of debris from the Village, including Wynstone, following a major storm. Mr. O’Mahoney referenced invoice amounts submitted to neighboring Villages and believed that the Village of North Barrington’s invoice was comparable. It was his opinion that the invoice was fair and requested that the Board approve the Trees of Green invoice as submitted.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite inquired about initial discussions that Mr. O’Mahoney had with President Pino prior to the commencement of work and whether an estimate for the work was initially provided. Mr. O’Mahoney stated that President Pino requested a Village wide clean up including Wynstone. He explained that President Pino and he discussed a cost of $200/hour per crew and that a time limit was not established. He stated that Trees of Green was referred by the Cuba Township Highway Department.
There was discussion between Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite and Mr. O’Mahoney about whether an estimate for the work was initially provided.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite asked Mr. O’Mahoney if he had a conversation with President Pino following the completion of the work and if he agreed to an amount of $8,500. Mr. O’Mahoney stated that he discussed the amount of the invoice with President Pino and that he did not agree to an amount of $8,500. 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite asked Mr. O’Mahoney if he had arrangements to share profits or charges with a third party. Mr. O’Mahoney stated that he is the owner of the company and does not share profits or charges with anyone.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite asked Mr. O’Mahoney if Trees of Green had in the past provided services to the Village and if the invoices were submitted directly to the Village. Mr. O’Mahoney replied that Trees of Green had provided services directly to the Village as well as through Gewalt Hamilton, Inc. and Cuba Township Highway Department.  Mr. O’Mahoney added that the Village was invoiced directly.

Trustee Boland asked Mr. O’Mahoney who engaged Trees of Green to do the work for the Village and whether the invoice was itemized for the time spent on the clean up. Mr. O’Mahoney stated that President Pino contacted him directly for the work and that the invoice was itemized. 

Mr. O’Mahoney noted that the damage to the Village was severe and that it took 2 crews from Trees of Green to perform the clean up work. It was noted that Cuba Township Highway Department removed trees from the roads if the debris created obstructions to the roadway.

Trustee Johnson asked how many days the clean up lasted. Mr. O’Mahoney stated that his crew worked approximately 4 days in addition to working with a punch list that the Village provided. 

President Pino asked where Trees of Green placed all of the mulch obtained from the Village and the surrounding Villages.  Mr. O’Mahoney stated that he dumped truckloads of mulch at the Cuba Township Highway Department until they reached capacity.

There was discussion between President Pino and Mr. O’Mahoney regarding: the amount of hours spent each day on the clean up; President Pino’s suggestion of $8,500 to resolve the matter; and when their conversations occurred.
Mr. O’Mahoney stated he expected to be paid in full and would pursue his rights for full payment.

Trustee Kafka stated that she was unclear why there was question about the integrity of the service provided. She stated that she believed Trees of Green provided the service which they were asked to do. 

There were a few further questions from the Board addressed by Mr. O’Mahoney.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite suggested that by his statements Mr. O’Mahoney had threatened litigation and therefore the Board would be justified in adjourning to closed session. 
President Pino asked for a motion to convene to Closed Session.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite distributed a revised ordinance noting that the dates were updated. Attorney Braithwaite stated that he was unable to reach general counsel for the Northern Illinois Gas Company and explained that the outstanding issue is that the ordinance was amended to provide that the Northern Illinois Gas Company would not have rights to place new pipes in Village parks. He recommended that the Board pass the ordinance in the form as amended.

Trustee Weiner asked Attorney Braithwaite to clarify the ordinance.
Village Attorney Braithwaite explained that the proposed ordinance will permit the Northern Illinois Gas Company to serve the Village with gas in public streets for a term of 35 years. Northern Illinois Gas Company will additionally provide an agreement in the form of a side letter that they will provide gas free of charge to the Village facility and include a “most favored nations” clause. 

Trustee Kafka asked if the ordinance prevents other gas companies from providing service in the Village. Attorney Braithwaite explained that the easements are not exclusive. If the Village agreed, another gas company could use the easements.

ADMINISTRATION – President Albert Pino 

A.
Village Update

President Pino stated that he attended the Illinois Municipal League Annual Conference and attended sessions on wind turbines and internet services for communication purposes. He stated that municipalities were encouraged to have an interactive website with either a Twitter page or Facebook page. President Pino will be meeting with the Village Engineer’s Informational Technology Department in the future.

President Pino stated that a meeting regarding the Miller Road Project will be held 10/6/2011 and include the Lake County Department of Transportation, among others. Additionally, a second meeting regarding the Old Barrington Road/Route 22 intersection proposed project will be held 10/25/11 and include the Illinois Department of Transportation, among others. He invited the Trustees to attend both meetings. It was noted that Trustee Kolar would be in attendance for the Miller Road meeting.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite noted that if 2 or more Trustees attend the meetings, the Village Clerk would need to post the meetings in order to comply with the Open Meetings Act.
There was brief discussion among the Board about the importance of the Lake County Board Vice Chair Steve Mountsier attending the Miller Road Project meeting.

B.
Authorization to proceed and work cooperatively with BACOG and the Illinois State Geological Survey to access the Observation Well located at the North Barrington Village Hall and authorizing the expenditure of up to $6000 for purchase, installation and services for the water level monitoring equipment

Janet Agnoletti, Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG), addressed the Board. 
President Pino inquired about the cost, noting that he believed the cost for the installation and equipment was approximately $4,300.

Ms. Agnoletti stated that the Illinois State Geological Survey will charge to raise the well casing above ground in order to work on the well (as discussed at the previous Board meeting) and that it would be advantageous to authorize the expenditure of up to $6,000 for any presently unknown miscellaneous costs. The observation well was noted to be the first installed for the BACOG Water Level Monitoring System Program. 

There were a few additional questions by the Board addressed by Ms. Agnoletti.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite asked if the project will proceed in the event that other BACOG members do not agree to install observation wells. Ms. Agnoletti stated that BACOG will proceed with the project in the event that other BACOG members do not agree to install observation wells.

ComEd Electrical Upgrade, Route 59 – consider burying the lines vs. overhead
President Pino stated that Com Ed proposed an electrical upgrade by the installation of overhead lines from the Lake Barrington Shores entrance on Route 59 to just south of Miller Road, with 3 of the proposed 13 poles to be installed in North Barrington. The Village of Lake Barrington decided to have the lines buried. The total contract to have the all the lines buried is in the amount of $49,714.39. The cost associated with the installation of the lines to be buried in North Barrington is in the amount of $5,669.21. 

President Pino stated that he would like to have the Village of North Barrington contribute to the installation of the buried lines in North Barrington. The Village of Lake Barrington has agreed to pay the total cost and the Village would reimburse the Village of Lake Barrington for the North Barrington portion.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that the Board could not vote on the matter as it did not make the official agenda in a timely manner. He explained that the Board could take a consensus and vote on the matter in October.
It was the general consensus of the Board to approve the amount of $5,669.21 for installation of the Com Ed lines to be buried underground in North Barrington.
