It was noted that the Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) Recommended 
FY 2012-13 BACOG Budget and Policy on Assessments to BACOG Member Governments

was distributed to the Board in their packet materials and is on file. 

President Pino explained that the BACOG budget was significantly reduced since the Village of Barrington Hills agreed to house BACOG free of cost in order to save money. The BACOG budget was assessed using the following components:

· Equal base of $13,675.00 for all villages/townships.

· Equal sharing of remainder of budget by six municipalities.

It was determined that the six municipalities with the largest population relative to the other members would pay equal shares of the balance of the budget. 
It was noted that BACOG’s total revenue for FY 2012-2013 is in the amount of $185,409.00.
President Pino stated that BACOG has been influential in Springfield and that legislators have respect for BACOG members. 
It was noted that the Village of South Barrington will continue as a BACOG member for the FY 2012-2013.
