A. 
Village Update
President Pino stated that the Village of South Barrington is considering withdrawal from the Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) organization due to budget concerns and legislative issues. A BACOG Policy and Long Range Committee meeting was held 12/13/11 to discuss the matter. 
President Pino explained that South Barrington’s withdrawal from BACOG would affect membership dues for the Village of North Barrington however; a decrease in BACOG’s budget was discussed and the Villages of Barrington Hills and Barrington offered to house the BACOG office in order to minimize organizational costs.  
The Village of South Barrington has not officially withdrawn and the matter will be discussed at future BACOG meeting.

There was discussion among the Board about the history of BACOG and its significant role within the surrounding communities, especially noting its role with the Village of South Barrington. 

Trustee Weiner suggested that the Board approve a proclamation in support of BACOG as an organization.

President Pino noted that Village Administrator Kathy Nelander would draft the proclamation with assistance from the Village Attorney in order to present and announce the proclamation at the next BACOG meeting.
B.
Consideration and possible action as to Resolution regarding Aggregation of Electric Power
President Pino stated that Illinois Law provides for aggregation of the purchase of electrical power by municipalities for the benefit of residents and small businesses. A number of municipalities are providing opportunities for residential and small business users of electricity to reduce the amounts they pay for their electric service by adopting a municipal electric aggregation purchase program. 
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the proposed Resolution provides for a binding referendum question at the March 20, 2012 Primary Election. The Board may also wait until the November 6, 2012 General Election.  Attorney Braithwaite noted that the referendum allows residents to “opt out” of the municipal electric aggregation purchase program if they wish to do so. 

Trustee Boland asked if there was a cost involved to place the referendum on the March 20, 2012 Primary Election Ballot and; if the Village can negotiate with other suppliers of electricity in addition to ComEd.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that there is no cost to file the referendum with the Lake County Circuit Clerk’s office and; the Village may negotiate with other suppliers of electricity in addition to ComEd. It was noted that ComEd will continue to be responsible for the maintenance of electrical lines and buildings.

It was noted by Trustee Boland that there was a typographical error within the proposed Resolution and that the error would be handled administratively.

Lawrence “Lawre” Weiner
1. Consideration of bills for work performed at Weiner/Tepper residence for stormwater diversion.

Trustee Weiner stated that he would not participate in the discussion or vote on the matter regarding the stormwater diversion on his property located at 261 Kimberly Road. He explained that he initially spoke with Cuba Township Highway Commissioner Tom Gooch about the matter. It is Trustee Weiner’s understanding that Cuba Township Highway installed an under road culvert under Kimberly Road in order to drain stormwater on the west side of Kimberly Road and that the installation of the culvert caused a diversion of stormwater to drain onto his property causing flooding in the septic system area.  Trustee Weiner spoke with Andrea Pracht, Village Engineer who recommended Peter Finnberg of PAF & Associates in order to make landscaping improvements to the septic system area. Trustee Weiner paid approximately $3,200 for the plans and improvements.
It is Trustee Weiner’s understanding that the improvements are a properly reimbursed expenditure and requested that the Board consider the reimbursement of bills paid as the Village caused the problem.

There was discussion between Trustee Weiner and the Board about whether the septic system was currently working and whether Trustee Weiner would provide a release to the Village if the reimbursement was granted. Trustee Weiner stated the septic system was working and that he would provide a release to the Village, if granted.
Village Administrator Kathy Nelander noted that she did not believe that Cuba Township Highway installed the under road culvert.

It was noted that Trustee Weiner left the meeting room during this portion of the meeting.

There was discussion among the Board about the matter. It was the general consensus of the Board that the matter be tabled until further information could be obtained. It was noted that the Village Administrator would research when the culvert was installed and who installed it.
