II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT
John Schnure, 224 Orchard Road, addressed the Board and stated that the Village Hall parking lot is in need of repair and noted that the Village roads are in poor condition and recommended a stronger road program. 

President Pino explained that replacement and repaving of the Village Hall parking lot was scheduled for the first full week in September.

Jason Matiyow, 255 Hidden Pond Lane, addressed the Board to inquire about his recent request that the Cuba Township Road District (Cuba Roads) repair his driveway due which he said was damaged by  snow plows using his driveway as a turn-around in the winter in order to avoid backing up onto Miller Road. Mr. Matiyow noted that he has resided at the property approximately one year. 

President Pino stated that he spoke to Cuba Roads Highway Commissioner Randy Marks about the matter and explained that Cuba Roads requested that the Village contribute 50% toward the cost of the repair. Discussions continue about potentially redesigning the road’s terminus and the possibility of using smaller snow plows on Hidden Pond Lane.  
President Pino noted that it was his understanding that the arrangement for use of the driveway as a turnaround was established between the former Highway Commissioner (Thomas Gooch) and the former owner of 255 Hidden Pond Lane. President Pino suggested that Mr. Matiyow keep Cuba Roads off of his driveway upon repair as the Village would not continue to pay for future repairs.
John Schnure addressed the Board and provided a history of the Schnure subdivision, where Mr. Matiyow’s property is located, and the subsequent removal of the planned cul-de-sac.

Ms. Schumm explained that she appeared before the Environmental & Health (E&H) Commission who unanimously approved the Integrated Lakes Management proposal for the maintenance of South Eton Park. It was noted that three interns from the Illinois Department of Resources (IDNR) were used for a day of education to assist with the maintenance of South Eton Park and were supervised by a representative of Integrated Lakes Management.
Ms. Schumm noted that the proposed contract would actually run through October 2015 given that the IDNR interns accomplished some of the work. President Pino stated that he would modify the proposed contract by entering the “Contract End” date as “October 2015”. 

It was noted that the Parks & Recreation (P&R) Commission was informed that the proposal was approved by E&H Commission.

There was discussion among the Board and Ms. Schumm regarding the responsibilities of the E&H Commission and the P&R Commission. It was noted that the E&H Commission has been responsible for the maintenance of open space within the Village and that the P&R Commission focuses on park activities.
Ms. Schumm noted that area residents would be notified of the South Eton Park maintenance.

Consideration and approval of Resolution # 2725, a Resolution approving the use of a portion of funds on deposit with the Village and designated as Special Service Area funds for Drainage remediation in Haverton Pond Subdivision and Grassmere Farm Subdivision
Nancy Schumm explained the history of flooding in the Haverton Pond subdivision. A drain tile survey was performed by Huddleston McBride which found that the clay drain tiles in Grassmere Farm were collapsed which contributed to flooding in the Haverton Pond subdivision. Flooding also occurred on Route 59. The Village received a SIRF grant through Lake County Stormwater Management Commission to research and develop restoration plans. Both Grassmere Farm and Haverton Pond have established Special Service Areas (SSA) for the purposes of repair, improvement, and reconstruction of private and public drainage structures and individual septic systems. Ms. Schumm noted that the Village planned a meeting with the Army Corps of Engineers (Army Corps) in September to develop concept plans to assist Haverton Pond and Grassmere Farm with engineering services.
President Pino noted that there have been many complaints from the Haverton Pond residents about the flooding.

Village Engineer Al Stefan addressed the Board and explained that that the repair includes daylighting the drain tiles under the supervision of the Army Corps.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that Section 1 of the proposed Resolution provides that a Trustee be authorized to utilize funds from the SSA’s in conjunction with the Village Engineer and Village Administrator. The Village President is a resident of Grassmere Farm therefore a Trustee is needed.

President Pino recommended that Trustee Boland be named as the Trustee to utilize funds from the SSA’s. Trustee Boland agreed.

Attorney Braithwaite explained that the subject was raised within the (expired) Annexation Agreement approved by Village Ordinance No. 418 and the (unexpired) Planned Unit Development approved by Village Ordinance No. 457.
There was brief discussion among the Board and Village Engineer Al Stefan about the location of the collapsed drain tiles and the design of the repair.

Village Update
President Pino stated that the Lake County Board Chairman Aaron Lawler attended the 8/26/14 Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) meeting to discuss the disbandment of the Lake County Regional Planning Commission (RPC). It was noted that the County will be using the Zoning Board of Appeals for all zoning hearings, whereas previously the Regional Plan Commission played a very important role.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite was of the opinion that the disbandment of the RPC was due in part to the Dimucci proceedings since the RPC played a significant role in the proceedings and was largely responsible for the settlement which was entered into which provided protections to North Barrington, over-ruling the original staff proposals.
Trustee Boland stated that the RPC has been of assistance to the Village on certain issues in the past and is of the opinion that the disbandment is a loss to the community.

President Pino noted that there are currently open positions on the County’s Zoning Board of Appeals. BACOG is in the process of writing a letter to recommend individuals for the open positions.

Gery Herrmann, Plan Commission Chair - Comprehensive Plan Referral
Gery Herrmann, Plan Commission Chair, addressed the Board and explained that the Plan Commission (PC) reviewed the updates to the Comprehensive Plan (Comp Plan) following the Board’s contribution. Mr. Herrmann explained that minor grammatical and language changes were made. He noted that it was in his opinion that the Comp Plan is ready to be sent to Teska Associates (Teska) for their professional editing. 

Mr. Herrmann stated that he sent a letter to Teska requesting an estimated cost for review. It was noted that Teska informed Mr. Herrmann that it would cost approximately $600 to solely edit the updates to the Comp Plan and that it would cost approximately $2,500 - $3,500 to create additional maps including Future Land Use Plan, Village Parks, School District Boundary, and Zoning and Boundary maps.
President Pino noted that BACOG discussed enhancing features within municipal Comp Plans and asked whether it was worth the additional cost.

It was noted that Mr. Herrmann recommended that the additional maps be added to the Comp Plan.

Trustee Pais suggested approving the amount of $2,000 for Teska to edit and prepare to publish the draft Comp Plan and recommended that the Village create its own soft copies of the maps in order for users to download the material easily.

Award 2014 Road Program
Trustee Sauer reported that bids were received on 8/12/14 at the Village Hall for the Village 2014 Road Program. Trustee Sauer explained that Robinson Engineering, Ltd. recommended awarding the contract to the low bidder Geske and Sons, Inc. in the amount of $378,975.72 which includes funds being appropriated from Motor Fuel Tax Funds. 
It was noted that a pre-construction meeting would be held in mid-September with construction commencing approximately the fourth week of September and ending in late October. Trustee Sauer explained that the following roads would be completely resurfaced:

Trustee Andrew stated there are speeders on Signal Hill Lane from 6:30 – 8:30 a.m. due to congestion on Route 59 and the school year starting. 

Trustee Boland stated that he would have the Lake County Sheriff monitor traffic on Signal Hill for two hours a day and approximately two days per week.

Trustee Pais stated that the Village of Lake Zurich’s Plan Commission is currently considering a partially low-income housing development for senior living. The 120-unit, three-story facility, would be located on the nearly 6-acre site on the northwest corner of North Rand Road, just north of Kohl’s and south of Miller Road.

Trustee Pais stated that he and Plan Commission Vice Chair Janis Menges attended the public hearing in Lake Zurich to voice their concerns regarding drainage within the Clover Hill Subdivision relative to the proposed development. Trustee Pais noted that he is concerned about stormwater runoff and flooding issues.  Other concerns included lighting, security and traffic.
Trustee Pais stated that there were many audience members opposed to the development.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite suggested that the Village’s Engineer contact Lake Zurich to inquire about the development. President Pino asked Village Engineer Al Stefan to contact the Village of Lake Zurich. Village Engineer Stefan agreed.
