A.
Consideration of Ordinance #_____, Amending Village Code, Title 1, Chapter 7, Village Officers and Employees to provide for “Village Administrator” and delete “Administrative Assistant”
Trustee Boland suggested that the matter be tabled until the trustees who were absent could review the proposed ordinance.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that there is an issue with the Village Code and its terminology associated with Village Assistant/Village Administrator.  
Trustee Pino asked Attorney Braithwaite to explain the differences between the proposed ordinance and Village Code.

Attorney Braithwaite stated that the proposed ordinance allows the Village Administrator particular responsibilities suitable to the position of administrator such as the hiring and firing of staff members among others. 
It was noted that currently, there are Village ordinances and resolutions which reference the position of “Village Administrator”.

Consideration of Ordinance # 1201, An Ordinance Amending Village Code Title 8, by adding a New Section 8-1-3 and by adding a New Chapter 6, establishing Regulations Governing the Registration, Maintenance, Security and Monitoring of Vacant Properties by their Owners

President Sauer explained that a number of municipalities are implementing ordinances requiring registration of vacant properties particularly due to the amount of foreclosed properties.   

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that a recent amendment to state statute provided that a lien in favor of a municipality for the expenses of administering the vacant property ordinance and the expenses of maintaining the property (such as weed cutting) constitute a lien on the title which is superior to all other liens except that of real estate taxes.
