Approval of Minutes from the April 18, 2016 Parks and Recreation Commission meeting

The Minutes of the April 18, 2016 Parks and Recreation Commission (“PRC”) meeting were made available to the commission members.

Motion: Vice Chair Kim Ritschel moved to approve the Minutes of the April 18, 2016 PRC meeting; seconded by Lisa Milczarek.

Chairman Youkhana declared the Minutes of the April 18, 2016 PRC meeting approved and put on file. 

3.
Public Comment

Patty Kalinowski, Chairman of the E&H addressed the PRC to give an update in regards to the Eton Park restoration. Ms. Kalinowski explained that the E&H voted on purchasing 12 signs similar to the concert in the park signs that will say “Conservation Area.” She noted that she is awaiting response from administration to have the signs ordered. Trustee Andrew asked if Ms. Kalinowski was aware of who would be responsible for paying for the signs. Ms. Kalinowski stated that she believed that the signs would be of low cost and could be purchased using the E&H’s budget. 
Ms. Kalinowski mentioned that there was also discussion at the previous E&H meeting about the removal of dead cattails at Eton Park south. She stated that the E&H voted on the proposal provided by ENCAP to remove the dead cattails for the amount of $3,500.00. She was of the belief that the funds would come from the Flint Creek restoration budget. Ms. Ritschel inquired about who herbicided the cattails. Ms. Kalinowski stated that she was the opinion that the party who herbicided should be responsible for the removal of the dead cattails. She stated that the E&H and the PRC were informed that herbiciding of the cattails was being done and had no knowledge of where the funds to herbicide came from. 
Ms. Kalinowski stated that the E&H recommended modifying the scope of work of the approved one year ENCAP contract to include cattail removal. She noted that the Village Board will be discussing the recommendation at the Board meeting on Wednesday, June 22, 2016.

It was noted that Trustee Andrew would return to the next PRC meeting with an update of the events of the Village Board meeting Wednesday, June 22nd. 
Ms. Kalinowski mentioned that ENCAP herbicided at Eton Park on Friday, June 17th. She stated that ENCAP placed flags in the areas that were herbicided, but was of the opinion that the flags were hardly visible. She indicated that they were the size of utility flags. Ms. Kalinowski indicated that notification was sent by email to four recipients by the Village Consultant, Nancy Schumm. She indicated that the email sent said that, “work will be conducted Friday, June 17th in Eton Park and Reed Canary Grass will be targeted and a cursory survey of the property will be done.” She stated that the email did not specify that ENCAP will be spraying herbicide. Chairman Youkhana stated that the concern with the notification is that it did not specify that ENCAP will be spraying herbicide.
Ms. Kalinowski stated that in the past the E&H discussed a proposed pesticide notification ordinance, but further discussion later ceased.

There was concern with the notification flags not being visible and residents entering with their children and pets.

Chairman Youkhana stated that she is in favor of a larger sign being posted notifying residents of herbiciding prior to the spraying. 
4.         Max Bromet: Lafferty Park Eagle Scout Project
Mr. Bromet was not in attendance, therefore the item was tabled.
5.
Budget

Chairman Youkhana gave an overview of the previous fiscal year’s spending. Monies spent from the $40,000.00 budget included; $11,145.00 for Fall Fest; approximately $5,600.00 for Winter Fest; $2,315.00 for concerts in the park; approximately $200.00 for popcorn and supplies; and $359.00 in park rebates. She mentioned that $13,043.00 was used to put in the new sport court at Eton Park and the PRC would not be have the expense the following year. She noted that Village Administrator, Kathy Nelander, was able to sell the ice rink owned by the Village to the Village of Lake Barrington for $1,700.00. 
Chairman Youkhana stated that Ms. Nelander informed her that the PRC has access to $47,319.88 in impact fees paid to the Village for parks and recreation. She indicated that some of the fees are set to expire in 2018, and if not expended for parks and recreation purposes they will be refunded to the record owner. 
6.
Eton Park

Chairman Youkhana noted that Ms. Nelander sent her an email concerning evening incidents at Eton Park. Chairman Youkhana suggested to Ms. Nelander that police patrolling be increased during the evening hours. She stated that Ms. Nelander mentioned possibly installing a light at the park. Chairman Youkhana suggested to the PRC that if the patrolling is not effective having discussions in the future about installing a light. She indicated that it would be necessary to inform neighboring residents of the park in order to get their feedback in regards to installing a light.
7.
Sport Court

Ms. Milczarek informed the PRC that the sport court at Eton Park has been completed. She stated that she would ask that the final check be released to pay the contractor. 
8. 
Concert in the Park

Ms. Milczarek stated that there was a good turnout at the concert in the park event. She indicated that approximately 50-55 adults and a comparable amount of children attended. Ms. Ritschel suggested that the PRC schedule permanent set dates for the future concerts in the park.
9.
Visionary Plan

There was discussion regarding Village owned vacant lots near Lafferty Park. 
Ms. Ritschel stated that she presented the PRC’s visionary plan to the Village Board at the Board meeting May 25, 2016. She stated that she suggested a suggestion box on the Village website for residents to utilize. 
Chairman Youkhana mentioned that the PRC made an announcement at the concert in the park event about the new website that allows residents to sign up for Village email notifications. 
There was discussion regarding the easement near Honey Lake. The PRC inquired about who owns the easement and the possibility of installing a bench for residents to have a view of the lake. Chairman Youkhana indicated that she would contact Ms. Nelander and inquire.
Chairman Youkhana mentioned that there is an area of land owned by the Village that connects to Lake Zurich. There was discussion regarding developing a path to access Lake Zurich. Chairman Youkhana stated that she would contact Ms. Nelander and investigate the options.
Chairman Youkhana asked if the Village offers to help pay half the cost to remove dead Ash trees on private property affected by Emerald Ash Borer. Trustee Andrew stated that the Village did not.

Old Business/New Business

There was no old or new business.

Adjournment

Motion:  Lisa Milczarek moved the Meeting be adjourned; seconded by Vice Chair Kim Ritschel.

Discussion: There was no discussion.

Vote on Motion: The voice vote was unanimous in favor.
