Nancy Schumm – Project Update
1. Award contract for emergency bridge repair at Biltmore Drive at Flint Creek

Bids were solicited from Bob’s Landscaping, Cuba Township Road District and Encap, Inc. Bids due to be opened on 11/23/15
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC, addressed the Board and explained that due to erosion an emergency bridge repair was needed at the Biltmore Drive crossing of Flint Creek. Bids were solicited from Bob’s Landscaping, Cuba Township Road District (Cuba Roads) and Encap, Inc.  All three responded. It was noted that price differences varied. Bob’s Landscaping submitted a proposal in the amount of $4,000; Encap, Inc. submitted a proposal in the amount of $9,000; and Cuba Roads requested that the Village provide engineering specifications prior to submitting a proposal. 

President Pino asked if the matter was discussed during the most recent staff meeting.

Ms. Schumm stated that the issue was discussed during the most recent staff meeting as part of the Village’s road shoulder repairs. 

President Pino noted that the matter was not considered an emergency during staff discussions.

Ms. Schumm indicated that there was discussion that the repair would try to be completed before winter. 

President Pino inquired whether the neighbors had been notified. 

Ms. Schumm stated that the neighbors were notified. 

President Pino stated that he spoke to the property owner located at 284 Biltmore Drive who knew nothing about the project. 

Trustee Sauer explained that she met with Village Engineer Al Stefan, Consultant Nancy Schumm, Village Administrator Kathy Nelander and Gene McAlister (property owner located at 284 Biltmore Drive) one month ago to discuss the bridge and shoulder stabilization on his property.

President Pino stated that he was not aware that the project was an emergency.

Al Stefan, Village Engineer, addressed the Board and explained that drainage flows from the north across the driveway toward the creek were causing undermining of the guard rail. 

Trustee Boland asked if the work was not completed at this time, there could be a larger problem at a later date. The Village Engineer confirmed that in his opinion this would be so.
Village Engineer Stefan explained that the installation of granite boulders found within Bob’s Landscaping proposal will stabilize the bridge.

Bob Kusmerz, Bob’s Landscaping, addressed the Board and explained that he had a similar project along the Fox River approximately twenty years ago and noted that the work performed still remains in-tact. 

Village Engineer Stefan and Mr. Kusmerz explained the project in further detail.

There were questions from the Board which were addressed by the Village Engineer, Mr. Kusmerz, and the Village Administrator.
Motion: Trustee Boland moved to approve the award of contract to Bob’s Landscaping in the amount of $4,000 for an emergency repair at Biltmore Drive crossing of Flint Creek; seconded by Trustee Andrew.

Consideration of Resolution # 2772, re-approving an Intergovernmental Agreement Between Barrington Township, Cuba Township and the Village of North Barrington to Provide for Contribution under the Local Share Agreement with Pace for Senior/Handicapped Bus Service

President Pino stated that the cost is based on a percentage of usage within a village/community. 
Village Administrator Kathy Nelander explained that Barrington and Cuba Townships cover 60% of the remaining cost after the PACE subsidy and fare revenues are applied, leaving the area’s villages and communities to cover the remaining 40% (based upon usage).

It was noted that the Village would contribute the amount of $1,032 which reflects a 7% usage for the Village of North Barrington or approximately $1.00 for every residence in the Village.

There was brief discussion among the Board about the Pace Dial-a-Ride program.
