placement of the new detached garage, two (2) of which would be located less than the 

required 10 feet minimum from the side and/or rear lot lines. The Zoning Board of Appeals 

only discussed and recommended for approval the following request:
Zoning Variation Request No. 1:

ZR-10-1-2(B) and  
ZR-10-4-2(A,1,b):     A non-conforming building or use shall not be expanded.

The property at 449 Rugby Road (Lots 10, 11, 12, 13 and 14 in Block 33 of Biltmore Country Estates Unit No. 1) is a non-conforming use in the R-3 (40,000 Square Feet Residential) District by reason of lot area.  The subject property has an area of approximately 30,768 square feet rather than the 40,000 square feet minimum required for properties in the R-3 District.  

ZR-10-9-2(B):        
Detached accessory structures shall have a minimum setback of ten feet (10’) from the side and rear lot lines.





The proposed detached garage will be located 2.0 feet from the rear lot line.
