II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT
Jeff Tress, Battalion Chief, Barrington Countryside Fire Protection District (BCFPD), addressed the Board and explained that the BCFPD Fire Station #1 is hosting a Community Open House on September 27th. It was noted that the event is being held from 10:00 a.m. to noon and is full of activities. Battalion Chief Tress encouraged the community to attend. The BCFPD is located at 22222 N. Pepper Road, Lake Barrington.
It was noted that the BCFPD serves a small portion of the Village whereas the remainder of the Village is serviced by the Lake Zurich and Wauconda Fire Departments.
Norma Bock, 26418 W. Illinois Route 22, Barrington, addressed the Board to discuss the proposed expansion on Illinois Route 22 and the proposed traffic light at the corner of Illinois Route 22 and Old Barrington Road. Ms. Bock explained that the Illinois Department of Transportation began the condemnation process as to her property. IDOT removed a portion of her fence and some landscaping. She was most concerned with not being able to turn left onto Illinois Route 22 from her driveway which, in her opinion, decreases the value of her property. Ms. Bock stated that she has been trying to contact IDOT but cannot reach a representative.

President Pino stated that he would contact IDOT and inquire about the issue of not being able to turn left onto Illinois Route 22. 

Michelle Youkhana, 495 Thomas Drive, addressed the Board, as she was on the agenda to be considered for the position of Parks & Recreation (P&R) Commission Chairman. She lives in the Oaksbury subdivision and has been volunteering with the P&R Commission for the past year. She enjoys planning events and would like to enhance the park events and explore the concept of bike paths within the Village. 
Trustee Andrew asked Ms. Youkhana to comment on the P&R Commission’s decision opposing a request for a walking path proposed by Village resident Rick Rivero. 
Ms. Youkhana explained that Rick Rivero addressed the P&R Commission to present the idea of a proposed walking trail between Mockingbird Lane and Kimberly Road as the matter was referred back to the P&R Commission by the Village Board. Ms. Youkhana noted that she and P&R Commission Member Lisa Onyx visited the site and spoke with Mr. Rivero.
Ms. Youkhana stated that Mr. Rivero has safety concerns about his children walking to Kimberly Road to ride the school bus and was of the opinion that the amount of traffic on Rugby Road is dangerous. Mr. Rivero also mentioned that he’d like to use the trails for his snowmobile.

Ms. Youkhana explained that there were a number of factors which contributed to the P&R Commission’s decision including:
· Area residents were opposed the path.

· Barrington District 220 Officials were not contacted about safety concerns. 
· Liability issues. 

· Hazardous conditions surrounding the construction of a bridge connecting the path on Flint Creek could wash away during heavy rainfall.

· Use of private and municipal property is needed for the path. The private property owner requested a revocable agreement for the use of his property. 
Ms. Youkhana noted that she inquired about the procedure for adding an additional bus stop. She spoke with the President of the Parent Teacher Organization (PTO) for North Barrington. The PTO President informed her that the parent of the child would have to contact the bus company and submit a request. However; if the bus company denies the request, the request may then be submitted to the Board of Education for Barrington School District 220. Ms. Youkhana added that she drove down Mockingbird Lane and it appeared that there was adequate room for a bus to turn around.

Trustee Weiner stated that he offered to provide an easement located on his property in order to provide the children with a walking path to the bus stop. Ms. Youkhana noted that it was her understanding that children would need to access Village property in order to get to Trustee Weiner’s property.

President Pino noted that the matter was not the agenda for discussion purposes and thanked Ms. Youkhana for her attendance.
Jane Papadimitriou, 22446 N. Old Barrington Road, Barrington, addressed the Board and noted her concerns regarding safety relating to the installation of the traffic light at the intersection of Illinois Route 22 and Old Barrington Road. She lives on Old Barrington Road at the southwest corner of Illinois Route 22/Old Barrington Road and stated that her driveway is closest to the intersection. Ms. Papadimitriou stated that she was told by IDOT that her issue was a township issue and not a state issue.

Route 22 Update: IDOT’s proposed plan to improve and signalize the intersection of Old Barrington Road and Route 22  

President Pino explained that there were no new updates to report.

The “Signatory Villages” previously entered into an Intergovernmental Jurisdictional Boundary Agreement dated November 10, 1993, the term of which Agreement expired in 2013.

President Pino declared the Resolution approved. 

D.
Village Hall Parking Lot Repaving Project – Approve Additional Costs 

It was noted that three additional quotes were submitted to the Board in their packet materials for the Village Hall Parking Lot from Cuba Township Road District. The additional work included:

1) Concrete Cubs, Radius Extensions, Rip-Rap Installation, Catch Basin Repair - $5,283.72

2) 6” and 18” Undercuts - $1,680.75
3) 6” Drainage System - $9,730.00

                    Total $16,694.47
It was noted that the original quote from Cuba Township Road District in the amount of $78,050.50 was previously approved by the Board. 
President Pino explained that when the old asphalt was removed, the under surface soil conditions were questioned. However, President Pino explained that the 6” drainage system would most likely not be needed as indicated by Village Engineer Al Stefan.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite suggested that the Board approve the 6” drainage system in the amount of $9,730.00 subject to such reductions as may be authorized by the Village President. 

Trustee Boland asked whether the proposed expenses would come out of the FY 2013-2014 budget. It was noted that the proposed expenses would come out of the FY 2013-2014 budget. 

President Pino explained that Village Engineer Al Stefan recommended that the binder layer be poured in the fall of 2014 and that the final asphalt layer be poured in the spring of 2015 which would allow the Village Engineer to identify any drainage issues or low areas in the binder layer.

work submitted by Cuba Township Road District in the amount of $16,694.47 subject to such

reductions as may be authorized by the Village President; seconded by Trustee Smith.

Trustee Andrew reported that the Fall Festival is scheduled for Sunday, October 5th from 1:00-4:00 p.m. at Eton Park.

Trustee Boland reported that the E&H Commission did not meet in September. 
Trustee Boland reported on the weekly computer aided dispatch (CAD) incident reports from the Lake County Sheriff’s Office including a burglary in the Biltmore Subdivision.

Trustee Pais reported that the Plan Commission did not meet in September. It was noted that the proposed Comprehensive Plan was still being reviewed by Teska and Associates.
Trustee Pais noted that the proposed Comprehensive Plan references that the Village is a non-home rule community but suggests that the Village begin the education process in 2015 regarding home rule communities and the possibility of a future referendum. 

President Pino stated that the Village Board of Barrington appointed a commission to review the home rule option to determine if a referendum should be place on the November ballot and as a result, the voters of the Village of Barrington are voting on the issue on November 4, 2014.
Trustee Andrew suggested that the Village request the home rule information from the Village of Barrington.

Trustee Lawre Weiner      
Trustee Weiner commented on the proposed walking path between Mockingbird Lane and Kimberly Road presented to the P&R Commission by Rick Rivero. Trustee Weiner explained that he was not aware that Mr. Rivero did not contact Barrington School District 220 to inquire about an alternate bus route for his children. He initially offered a portion of his property to create a walking path in order to provide a safe route for the children walking to the bus stop but subsequently considered the issue moot.
