Consideration of Ordinance # 1225, Zoning Variation Request submitted by Mr. & Mrs. Jon Fischel, 575 Signal Hill Road, North Barrington, IL  60010
ZONING VARIATIONS NEEDED:

ZR-10-6-2(A):
R-2 Residential Zoning District requires that each lot have an area of at least two (2) acres.

The lot area of the subject property (Lot 1 in Oak Ridge Subdivision) is approximately 1.657 acres (72,188 square feet).


ZR-10-1-2(B) and  


ZR-10-4-2(A,1,b):  
A non-conforming building or use shall not be expanded.


The subject property is non-conforming due to lot area.
President Pino asked Zoning Board of Appeals Chairman Warren Nass to address the Board.

Warren Nass, Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) Chairman, addressed the Board and explained that Mr. & Mrs. Fischel’s hardship is that the size of their existing house is insufficient to meet their current family needs. Approval of the zoning variations would allow four bedrooms, including a master suite, to be located upstairs. The variation would additionally allow for a larger kitchen and family room area. Chairman Nass explained that the lot area is just under (2) acres.
Chairman Nass stated that the adjoining neighbors were notified and that there were no objections to the variation request. The ZBA unanimously recommended approval of the applicant’s request.

Mr. Fischel addressed the Board and noted that the footprint of the house would be only slightly modified. He requested that the Board approve the variation request in order for his family to remain in their home.

B.
Consideration of Ordinance # 1226, authorizing the sale of 112 Old Barrington Road

Trustee Kolar stated that the real estate closing for the house is scheduled for 9/27/12. The oil tank was removed and the chimney must be repaired. The heating system was additionally repaired with the exception of one base board heater in the kitchen. However; after consultation with Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite, it was determined that the base board heater should be repaired prior to the sale of the house.
Trustee Kafka inquired about the additional expenses. 

Trustee Kolar noted that the only expense which was not discussed with the Board was the heating system base board. 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite noted that there would be an escrow amount of approximately $5,000. It was noted that Village would be retaining approximately three acres of the property.

President Pino declared the Ordinance adopted. 

C.
Consideration of Ordinance # 1227, An Ordinance Approving the Proposed Intergovernmental Agreement between the Village of North Barrington, the Village of Hawthorn Woods, and the County of Lake, relating to the property consisting of approximately 109 acres located at the southeast corner of Old McHenry Road and US Route 12 (commonly referred to as the Dimucci Farm)

President Pino asked the Board if anyone had any comments regarding the proposed IGA.
Trustee Kafka inquired about the amount of the recapture fee for the Village referencing the “Sewage Disposal” language on page no. 3 of the proposed IGA.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that he believed the “approximate” amount of the recapture fee for the Village is $100,000, however; the recapture fee is detailed in a separate document which is not affected by the proposed IGA.

Trustee Kafka suggested that gambling facilities, off-track betting, pawn shops, and night clubs be added to Section 2, A., Uses, on page no. 6 of the proposed document. 

President Pino explained that during discussions with the County, the County stated that the County cannot enter into a provision against video gambling within the IGA as it would violate State and County statutes. However; the County stated that a restrictive covenant for the owners (Dimucci) to sign prohibiting video gambling would be requested.

Trustee Kafka stated that she was supportive of the “Zoning Board of Appeals - Exhibit “1” - Conditions for the Planned Unit Development Preliminary Plan” (Exhibit “1”) being incorporated into the proposed IGA as discussed during the Public Hearing meeting.
Trustee Kolar commended the Village for their efforts with regard to the proposed development and the succeeding negotiations, although; noted his concern about the public’s perception of how the Village resolved the matter.

Trustee Herrmann noted his dissatisfaction with the negotiation process although thanked President Pino for his efforts.  He explained that he worked diligently on the Village’s initial Comprehensive Plan and it was in his opinion, that the proposed IGA violates the Comprehensive Plan and that the development will change the community.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the Village’s Comprehensive Plan is a guideline. The conditions and restrictions were negotiated in order for the Village to have some input about how the property would be developed. 
Trustee Johnson thanked the President Pino, Attorney Braithwaite, Trustee Boland and the staff, for their efforts. Trustee Johnson asked whether the proposed IGA would change the terms of the existing Intergovernmental Agreement between the Villages of North Barrington and Hawthorn Woods with regard to future annexation.
President Pino replied that the terms of the Intergovernmental Agreement between the Villages of North Barrington and Hawthorn Woods as to future annexations would not be affected. He noted that the County offered their police services through the Lake County Sheriff’s Department to patrol the proposed development.
Trustee Johnson asked if the parking structures were part of the 650,000 sq. ft. retail space.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that he would enquire. Note: It was subsequently determined that the parking structures would be in addition to the 650,000 sq. ft. of retail. 
Trustees Johnson and Herrmann stated that they were supportive of Exhibit “1” being incorporated into the proposed IGA.
Trustee Boland explained that the Village had to look at how best to control the property with a reasonable size development while protecting the Village’s interests and impact on the community. Trustee Boland stated that Village would be well protected by adding Exhibit “1”.
President Pino noted that if the County were allowed to develop the property as originally proposed, the County would not have taken into consideration the Village’s Comprehensive Plan. The Village’s only alternative was to negotiate conditions and restrictions of the proposed development.

President Pino asked if there were any other comments. 
Matt LaSusa, Active Citizens for Responsible Expansion (ACRE), addressed the Board. He thanked the Board for their consideration regarding adding the additional language to the proposed IGA and suggested making Exhibit “1” a requirement of the proposed IGA. Lastly, he noted that that “open space” was missing from the proposed IGA.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that matter did not require consideration at this time.

ADMINISTRATION – President Albert Pino
A.
Village Hall Parking Lot Improvements – Recommendation to Award Contract
President Pino stated that during the August Board meeting the Board defeated the Motion to approve the Award of Contract to Arrow Road Construction. President Pino noted that importance of the Village acquiring a generator.

Trustee Johnson stated that the Village only budgeted approximately $35,000 for the parking lot, although; Trustee Johnson stated that there is $30,000 for budgeted for miscellaneous, $30,000 for a generator, and $10,000 for maintenance of the Village Hall.
Trustee Kafka stated that she would like to see the legal fees from the Dimucci matter prior to making a decision on the parking lot.

It was the general consensus of the Board that while the Village Hall parking lot is unsightly, the condition is not in any way dangerous. The Board agreed to review the matter next year.

Motion to issue a Solicitor Permit – Ms. Casey A. Torrey, Edward Jones, 5051 Shoreline Road, Lake Barrington
Casey A. Torrey, Edward Jones Investments, 5051 Shoreline Road, Lake Barrington, addressed the Board. She requested that she be granted the opportunity to work within the Village and explained that she has been working with various communities such as Lake Barrington, Tower Lakes, Barrington, Buffalo Grove, and Wauconda. She explained that she does not go door to door selling her services, but introduces herself and the firm she is employed with. She always respects  “no solicitor” and “no trespassing” signs. Ms. Torrey is involved with her community and is a Board member with the Barrington Area United Way among other organizations. Ms. Torrey explained that Edward Jones Investments is reputable brokerage firm which has a distinct reputation.

President Pino stated that the Village’s solicitation permit application process is thorough and noted that Ms. Torrey had to go thru a fingerprinting process prior to approaching the Board.
