Call to Order, Roll Call

Approval of Minutes from the May 3, 2016, 2016 Environmental and Health Commission meeting

The Minutes of the May 3, 2016 Environmental and Health Commission (“E&H”) meeting were made available to the commission members.

Motion:  Linda Aylward moved to approve the Minutes of the May 3, 2016 E&H meeting; seconded by Rob Haas.

Discussion:  There was no discussion.

Vote on Motion:  The voice vote was unanimous in favor. 

Chairman Kalinowski declared the Minutes of the May 3, 2016 E&H meeting approved and put on file. 

3.         Public Comment

There was no public comment.

4.
Discuss 2016 50/50 Tree Program and right of way trees at Eton Park
Village Forester, Susan Allman, stated that there were 10 Musclewood trees and 10 Bur Oak sold for the 50/50 program. She noted that this is the first year that she has introduced Musclewood trees for the program. Mr. Antoniou asked for the description of the Musclewood tree. She stated that the Musclewood tree grows about twenty five feet and another name for it is Blue Beech. Ms. Allman mentioned that while planting the 50/50 trees she also had the, the right of way, “ROW” trees planted at Eton Park. She stated that there was tree removal done in the ROW around South Eton Park and along Eton Drive. Ms. Kalinowski asked Ms. Allman how many trees were planted in the ROW around Eton Park south. Ms. Allman indicated there were approximately thirteen. She mentioned that there are Horse Chestnut trees growing along East Oxford Road.
She indicated that she is receiving calls from residents in regards to dead trees in the Village. She stated that she is creating a list of trees to remove sometime in the future. She indicated that she has been working with Cuba Township on clearing ROWs that are overgrown and will continue to do so throughout the summer. She stated that recently they have worked on clearing the ROW along Hewes Drive nearing Randolph Court.
5.
Discuss walk of Eton Park South on May 10, 2016

Chairman Kalinowski indicated that there were many plants seen and identified by Ms. Allman and Samantha Melton, ENCAP. Mr. Antoniou asked what the ENCAP contract amount was for the restoration work at Eton Park. Chairman Kalinowski indicated that ENACP originally proposed a three year contract in the amount of $38,225.00, but the Village Board only approved the first year of work for $10,175.00. She stated that $1,200.00 for herbiciding was approved at the Village Board meeting in May. Mr. Antoniou inquired about the necessity of using the funds for Eton Park restoration. He was of the opinion that Eton Park south should not be disturbed and should be left as a natural wetland. He suggested that the Village use the funds for tree removal due to the large number of dead trees in the Village. 
Trustee Andrew stated that the E&H is responsible for handling the environmental issues and projects in the Village, and the commission is permitted to make recommendations to the Village Board.

Chairman Kalinowski mentioned that there was an informal meeting with Trustee Martin Pais, Trustee Andrew, Michelle Youkhana, Chairman of the Parks and Recreation Commission, “PRC”, Kim Ritschel, Vice Chair of the PRC, Ms. Aylward, and herself. She explained that they met to discuss the workload of both commissions and Village owned vacant lots in the Village. She stated that the PRC suggested that the E&H investigate the open lots and determine what is feasible in those areas. Chairman Kalinowski stated that further investigation is required in order to determine what is suitable for those areas. 
There was discussion regarding the Village owned open lots in the Village.
Chairman Kalinowski mentioned that Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting LLC., discussed at the Village Board meeting in May, the importance of continuing the ongoing restoration work in the Village. 
Trustee Andrew suggested that the E&H contact the Village Consultant and inquire about the status of the herbiciding that was approved in May and the one year ENCAP contract that was approved. 
There was discussion regarding the existing condition of Eton Park south. 

Chairman Kalinowski stated that a sign should be placed at Eton Park south to indicate “Conservation Area.” 
Chairman Kalinowski suggested reaching out to volunteers in the future for help with restoration work in the Village prior to spending funds for the work. Ms. Allman indicated that she would be willing to volunteer. Members discussed methods to gather volunteers. 
Ms. Allman mentioned that she placed tubes on the trees planted by the scouts at Eton Park north.

The details for the proposed signs at Eton Park south were discussed. Chairman Kalinowski suggested using signs similar to the signs used by the PRC that indicate a concert in the Park.
Chairman Kalinowski noted that the E&H would consider a more permanent sign in the future.

Motion:  Linda Aylward moved to approve the purchase of twelve temporary signs to be placed at Eton Park south, which indicate “Conservation Area” similar to the concert in the park signs; seconded by Vance Antoniou.

Chairman Kalinowski declared the motion to approve the purchase of twelve temporary signs to be placed at Eton Park south, which indicate “Conservation Area” similar to the concert in the park signs approved. 

6.
Discuss dead cattail removal and plant plugs from ENCAP

Chairman Kalinowski stated that she Contacted Samantha Melton from ENCAP and discussed removing/raking the dead cattails at Eton Park south. She indicated that ENCAP sent her a proposal for removing the cattails and ENCAP included the option of planting plant plugs to encourage plant growth in the area. Ms. Aylward asked what kind of plant plugs would be used. Ms. Allman stated that ENCAP would be using native wetland varieties.
 There was discussion regarding the ENCAP proposal for cattail removal and plants plugs.
Ms. Aylward inquired about whether the scope of work in the approved one year ENCAP contract could be amended to include the plant plugging and cattail removal. Chairman Kalinowski noted that a change order would be required, which typically requires more funds. Trustee Boland indicated that this could not be done, because the contract has already been approved for a set price. He stated that if the E&H desired and funds were available in their budget those funds could be applied for the cattail removal and plant plug proposal. 
Chairman Kalinowski stated that she would contact Ms. Schumm and Village Administrator, Kathy Nelander, to inquire about the status of the approved 2016 ENCAP contract. 

Chairman Kalinowski asked how the E&H would like to proceed with the cattail removal and plant plug proposal. There was some discussion.
Motion:  Linda Aylward moved to recommend for approval to the Village Board the amount of $3,500.00 for the removal/raking of the dead cattails as indicated in the ENCAP proposal number 16-0126B-CO1; seconded by Vance Antoniou.

Chairman Kalinowski declared the motion approved and the recommendation passed to the Village Board.

Chairman Kalinowski inquired about whether the current 2016 ENCAP contract could be modified to include plant plugging if work has not commenced. Trustee Boland indicated that the E&H could recommend to the Village Board that plant plugging be added to the current 2016 ENCAP contract if funds are available, but not to exceed the proposal amount of $3,638.75. He also stated that the E&H could recommend that the scope of work in the current contract be modified to include plant plugging.
There was some discussion.

Motion:  Vance Antoniou moved to recommend for approval to the Village Board the modification of the scope of work in the current 2016 ENCAP contract to include plant plugging without altering the contract price of $10,175.00; seconded by Linda Aylward.

Chairman Kalinowski declared the motion approved and the recommendation passed to the Village Board.

7.
Update-Parks and Recreation Commission open space suggestions

Chairman Kalinowski stated that the Parks and Recreation Commission, “PRC”, asked if the E&H was interested in investigating Lafferty Park and various parks in the Village to determine the usable park space and suitability for the various open areas in Village. 

There was discussion in regards to who stewards Leonard Park. Ms. Allman indicated that the PRC does. 
Chairman Kalinowski stated that at the last Village Board meeting Kim Ritschel from the PRC attended the meeting and presented the Board with the PRC’s vision for the various parks land in the Village. She listed their points of interest. 
· Inventory of all useful and potentially useable Village property

· Resident involvement

· Professional services

· Recreational opportunities for all residents

· Improving playground equipment at Eton Park

· Purchasing additional land

Chairman Kalinowski suggested that the E&H coordinate with the PRC to assist with their plan.
8.
Review draft ordinance regarding coal tar/polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons, “PAH” 
sealant ban

Ms. Aylward explained that she drafted an ordinance banning the use of sealants containing coal tar/PAH as discussed at the previous meeting. She stated that she incorporated language from Barrington Area Council of Governments’ adopted resolution banning the use of coal tar and high PAH sealants as well as South Barrington’s approved ordinance banning the use of coal tar/PAH. She noted that she drafted a certification form for applicators to sign certifying that they are not applying coal tar and high PAH sealants in the Village. She indicated that the fine for applying the banned sealants would be $750.00. 
Chairman Kalinowski asked if private homeowners would be required to sign the certification. 
Trustee Boland suggested that the definition section of the ordinance be expanded to provide for a separate definition for commercial applicator and private home owner who apply sealants. He was of the opinion that the E&H should focus on educating homeowners rather than have a homeowner sign a certification. He suggested that the sealants, which the ordinance is regulating should be included in the definition section of the ordinance. 
Trustee Boland stated that the definition used to define applicator should be incorporated in the certification that is to be signed by contractors applying sealants in the Village. Trustee Boland indicated that the ordinance should also indicate that the contractor must sign the certification prior to applying the sealants. 
Ms. Aylward stated that residents should contact the Health Officer with any questions regarding which sealants contain coal tar and high PAH.

Chairman Kalinowski indicated that the draft does not include language that states using sealants that are banned is prohibited. Trustee Boland suggested adding language indicating that it is unlawful and in violation of the ordinance for any person or applicator to apply coal tar/PAH sealant products in the Village. 
Members discussed forwarding the ordinance to Village Attorney, J.W Braithwaite, for review once the amended draft is executed. 
Minor grammatical changes were noted. 

Chairman Kalinowski suggested defining the word “sealants” in the ordinance. It was noted that the change would be incorporated.
It was noted that “Applicator” would be the definition for a contractor applying coal tar/PAH sealant products. Trustee Boland stated that the change should also be included on the certification to be signed by the contractors.

Trustee Boland suggested incorporating language in the certification to state that it is unlawful to apply products prohibited under this ordinance. 

Motion:  Vance Antoniou moved to recommend for approval to the Village Board the draft coal tar ordinance banning the use of coal tar and high polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons in the Village as amended; seconded by Rob Haas.

Discussion:  There was some discussion.

Chairman Kalinowski mentioned that the summer concert June 4, 2016 was cancelled due to rain and rescheduled for June 11, 2016. Chairman Kalinowski suggested contacting Prairieland Disposal to inquire about whether they would be interested in attending the concert.

 Ms. Allman mentioned that she spoke with the scout who attended the Arbor Day Celebration and discussed gathering volunteers to assist the E&H with future projects in the upcoming year.
