Approve 2016 BACOG Legislative Platform 

President Pino explained that the Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) 2016 Legislative Platform maintains its focus on key issues for local governments such as protection of local revenues, reforming labor standards, environmental resources, land use, and transportation.  
President Pino mentioned that BACOG lobby days in Springfield are scheduled for April 6th and 7th. Township Officials may take an express bus on April 6th for a one day trip to Springfield. The bus is leaving from the Schaumburg Township Office and returning on the same day.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that another municipality his law firm represents has been working with the Illinois Housing Development Authority on technical aspects of a draft affordable housing plan and noted that the he would like to incorporate some of those aspects into the Village plan. Attorney Braithwaite recommended that a draft of the North Barrington Affordable Housing Plan be referred to the Plan Commission prior to Board consideration. It was noted that the Board would be provided a copy of the draft plan upon distribution to the Plan Commission.

C.  
Nancy Schumm, Management Plan for Flint Creek Project


(Initial project located in the vicinity of Rugby Rd. and Essex Lane, and a small portion east of Biltmore Dr.)
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting LLC, addressed the Board and provided a brief history of the restoration efforts along Flint Creek for which the Village received a grant in the amount of $151,000 in 2011. Ms. Schumm explained that the property has been managed in order to maintain the value of the grant. Ms. Schumm explained that the Lake County Stormwater Management Commission (LCSMC) would like to see a management plan for the completed work for an additional two years in order to make sure that the dominant species of plants are all native in the restoration area.

Ms. Schumm explained that she obtained an estimate from Encap, Inc. to manage the native areas totaling the amount of $5,400 or; $2,700/year. It was noted that Encap, Inc. performed the initial restoration work.
Trustee Boland noted that the Village would be subsidizing the restoration maintenance. Ms. Schumm confirmed.
Trustee Andrew inquired about the length of time required by the Village to maintain the restored area upon completion. She believed it to be a five year period and; upon the five year period ending, the responsibility shifts to the owner of the property. 
Ms. Schumm explained that it’s assumed that after a five year period the native species will be dominant and that the site will be stable. The proposal is in addition to the original commitment and keeps the Village in compliance with the Environmental and Protection Agency and Army Corps of Engineers. 

Trustee Andrew asked if the owners know that they are responsible to maintain the restored area following the (Village’s) five year maintenance period. Ms. Schumm explained that the owners are aware of the maintenance as they signed agreements and noted that she contacted the owners.   

It was noted that Encap, Inc. provided previous reports and pictures on the management of the native species. Trustee Andrew requested a copy of the report.
