III.
VILLAGE COMISSION MEMBERS COMMENTS

Gery Herrmann, 257 Kimberly Road, addressed the Board as Plan Commission Chairman to
update the Board on the activities of the Plan Commission (PC) meeting held 11/5/13 including: 
· A favorable recommendation to the Board to amend the Village Code in order to allow horse fences with a height limit of 60 inches. 

· A favorable recommendation to the Board to adopt by reference the current proposed Lake county Local Food Amendments to the Lake County Unified Development Ordinance (LCUDO) as it applies to chickens, with the exception that the lot be a conforming (1) acre or larger property, limiting the number of chickens to (6).

· Discussion of the amendments to the LCUDO as it applies to beekeeping and apiaries.
· An update of the revisions to the Village’s Comprehensive Plan.

There was brief discussion among the Board about the issue of raising backyard chickens.

President Pino thanked Mr. Herrmann for his efforts on the Plan Commission.
John Cifonelli, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board as Chair of the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) and noted that the ZBA would most likely have an issue with the County’s fencing requirements as it applies to bee keeping with the exception of hedges.
Mr. Cifonelli noted that he is not in favor of supporting a Village Code amendment with regard to chickens. It was his opinion that chickens require a great deal of care, generate noise, odor and waste, and may affect water quality.

A.
Consideration of Ordinance # 1245, Amending the Village Code Relative to Culvert Inventory and Maintenance and replacing the references to the non-existent "Superintendent of Roads" with "Board Member in Charge of Roads
Trustee Andrew inquired about the person/Board member responsible for roads.

President Pino explained that he was currently overseeing the Village’s roads; although Trustee Sauer was recently assigned as trustee liaison in charge of roads.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite noted that the proposed ordinance was specifically drafted to allow the Village President to appoint himself or a Board member to be in charge of roads.

President Pino declared the Ordinance adopted.
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC, addressed the Board to discuss the proposed culvert/stormwater management program. Ms. Schumm explained that she met with Cuba Township Highway Commissioner Randy Marks, Village Engineer Al Stefan (Ruekert-Mielke), and Village Administrator Kathy Nelander, to discuss a culvert/stormwater maintenance program. Ms. Schumm provided the Board with an estimate in the amount of $22,205 to establish a drainage management program. She explained that she would apply for a sustainability grant and has access to graduate students who could assist with the program.
There was discussion among the Board, Ms. Schumm, and Village Engineer Al Stefan, about establishing a web-based program for the drainage management program such as Geographic Information Systems.
Ms. Schumm noted that the estimated cost of $22,205 did not include maintenance fees/costs. Additionally, the drainage management program would include public under driveway and under roadway culverts.
It was noted that the proposed drainage management program would allow the Village to inspect private culverts outside the public right of way but it does not mandate private culvert inspections.
Ms. Schumm stated that she is planning to take the matter to the Plan Commission.
VI. 
ADMINISTRATION
A. 
Kurt Thompson - Flint Creek Watershed Partnership, Dues Request 
Kurt Thompson, Flint Creek Watershed Partnership (FCWP) Coordinator, addressed the Board and explained that he is the current FCWP Coordinator. Mr. Thompson noted that the Village has been proactive with its efforts toward the Flint Creek watershed and requested that the Village provide its continued support during 2014. 

Mr. Thompson distributed the draft 2014 FCWP budget plan and explained that the Village’s support would allow FCWP to implement the best management practices (BMP) and improve the efficiency of the watershed’s ability to handle stormwater. He noted that a recent study conducted by the Illinois State Water Survey indicated that groundwater levels may drop 20-30 feet by 2050.
Ron Hammelburg, addressed the Board, and explained that he is the FCWP Chairman of the Management Committee as well as, a representative of the Barrington Area Development Council. He was in attendance to assist Mr. Thompson regarding the proposed budget.
Mr. Thompson explained that FCWP submitted a grant request to develop a water quality monitoring plan. The implementation of the monitoring plan will generate data that which be used to measure the effectiveness of installed BMP’s used to reduce stormwater effects and improve water quality. In the long term, the monitoring program will be integrated with the area’s groundwater monitoring program to monitor the discharge into Flint Creek.

Mr. Hammelburg noted that FCWP reduced membership dues last year from $1,200 to $1,000 due to a surplus. However, dues are being increased this year to $1,500 primarily due to

two grant projects that includes: 
· Monitoring Plan & QAPP - $30,550
· Stream Gages - $10,000
Trustee Andrew asked Mr. Thompson to clarify the difference between the services of FCWP and the Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) groundwater monitoring. Mr. Thompson explained that FCWP monitors surface water and BACOG monitors groundwater recharge.
Ms. Schumm addressed the Board and noted that the Village has supported FCWP since 2005 and that the FCWP supports Village grant projects. 
There were further questions from the Board which were addressed by Mr. Thompson. 

It was noted that funds were available within the Village’s budget to support the FCWP dues.

Motion: Trustee Boland moved to approve the 2014 Flint Creek Watershed Partnership Dues in the amount of $1,500; seconded by Trustee Smith.

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC 

1.
Flint Creek Restoration Update

Ms. Schumm explained that the Village is conducting a pilot project in an attempt to stabilize Village roadway shoulders using geo pavers. Ms. Schumm noted that the experiment is being tested on Kimberly Road in order to reduce the amount of sediment that washes off the shoulders and into the creek. The Cuba Township Highway Department is working in conjunction with the Village. The Cuba Township Highway Department staff will be trained on the installation of the geo pavers free of charge. 

Ms. Schumm stated that she continues to work on the final report for the Section 319 grant.

Ms. Schumm stated that results came back from the Lake County Health Department concerning private well water testing. E-coli was discovered in some wells. Ms. Schumm noted that she will be meeting with the Village Health Officer, Kurt Thompson, FCWP, and Integrated Lakes Management to discuss the issue.
2.
Stormwater Infrastructure Repair Fund (SIRF) Grant, Lake County Stormwater Management Commission (LCSMC) To resolve inter-jurisdictional drainage and flooding problems – Haverton, Grassmere, Route 59

Ms. Schumm explained that she, with the Village Engineer Al Stefan and Village Administrator Kathy Nelander, met with the Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) to discuss SIRF grant funds to resolve the inter-jurisdictional drainage flooding problems at Haverton/Grassmere/Route 59. A letter will be submitted to IDOT requesting discretionary funds. 

3.
Emergency Operations Plan Finalization and Assignments

Ms. Schumm explained that a replacement is needed for the position of Crisis Management Team Member, replacing Gery Herrmann (former Trustee) concerning the Village’s Emergency Operations Plan. Ms. Schumm emphasized the importance of training the team members.

Village Update 
President Pino stated that he attended the Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) meeting on 11/19/13. He mentioned that the BACOG Mayors/Village Presidents are interested in attending a ground breaking ceremony for the completion of the Miller Road project in the spring of 2014.

President Pino stated there would be a pre-construction meeting on 11/21/2013 for the Oxford Road project. He noted that if any Board members were interested in attending the meeting to contact him.

Consideration of Resolution # 2693, a Resolution Approving an Intergovernmental 
Agreement for Contract Police Services by and among the Village of Lake Barrington, 
the Village of North Barrington, the County of Lake and the Lake County Sheriff  
Trustee Boland stated that the Village’s contract with the Lake County Sheriff/Village of Lake Barrington is expiring. He explained that there is a 4% increase from the previous contract and that he is supportive of the Lake County Sheriff working for the Village. Trustee Boland noted that the Lake County Sheriff was particularly responsive in handling a most recent incident of a potentially armed man who fled thru North Barrington from a reported domestic dispute.
