President Pino declared the motion approved. 

III.
 PUBLIC COMMENT 
Daniel Saunders, 23790 Hill Farm Road, Lake Barrington, addressed the Board and explained that as a result of the construction taking place at the intersection of Old Barrington Road and 
IL Route 22, there are significant ruts on Cherry Hill Road. Mr. Saunders explained that the ruts have developed as a result of trucks/equipment being parked on Cherry Hill Road. He indicated that he would like the ruts repaired. 
President Pino introduced John Beissel, Robinson Engineering, to provide an update on the Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) intersection improvements at IL Route 22 and Old Barrington Road. 

John Beissel, Robinson Engineering Senior Project Manager, addressed the Board and explained that Robinson Engineering is overseeing the IDOT construction at the intersection of IL Route 22 and Old Barrington Road.

Mr. Beissel explained that the project is behind schedule due to utility relocation issues. He provided an update on issues involving Com Ed, AT&T and Nicor Gas and noted that the project is currently at a halt as the contractor is waiting for the utilities to be completed in order to do underground work. It was noted that the raised flood elevation levels in the (north) wetland area are due to an existing culvert pipe that failed. The existing culvert pipe will eventually be replaced with three separate culvert sections; however, during the interim, a temporary culvert section was installed further toward the east end of the wetlands in order to control erosion. Mr. Beissel indicated that the flood elevation levels should not overtop the pavement on IL Route 22 however; IDOT has placed the issue on their priority list to monitor.
Mr. Beissel explained that the project involves the implementation of a permanent traffic signal. IDOT is widening the pavement on IL Route 22 in order to allow for 2 left turn lanes at the intersection to improve traffic flow traveling east/west bound. The project is scheduled for completion by June/July 2016 and includes landscaping. It was noted that Mr. Saunders’ issue would be added to a punch list which would be resolved in the spring or end of summer of 2016.

There were a few questions from the Board about the project which were addressed by Mr. Beissel.

VILLAGE COMMISSION MEMBERS COMMENTS
John Cifonelli, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board and stated that he received information from the Illinois Housing Development Authority as a State Housing Appeals Board representative and indicated that the Village has not submitted an Affordable Housing Plan to the Illinois Housing Development Authority. 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated for the record that the Village is in compliance with the Illinois Housing Development Authority under state statute; however, noted that the Board would be giving consideration to a new document in January or February.

VI. 
SILETS PROPERTY (125 ARROWHEAD ROAD) SPECIAL USE REQUEST 
A.
Consideration of Plan Commission’s Findings of Facts and recommendations as to the two petitions filed on behalf of the owners of adjoining properties known as 125 Arrowhead Lane and 480 Miller Road, North Barrington, relating to the following

Gery Herrmann, 257 Kimberly Road, addressed the Board, as the Plan Commission Chairman to review the Plan Commission’s findings of facts and recommendations regarding the two petitions on behalf of the owners of the adjoining properties known as 125 Arrowhead Lane and 480 Miller Road. 

Chairman Herrmann provided a brief synopsis regarding his involvement with issues pertaining to 125 Arrowhead/480 Miller Road. He explained that he was contacted by Trustee Pais in November 2015 regarding a concern of commercial activity taking place at the Silets’ property. A conference call occurred between himself, Trustee Pais, and the Silets on 11/10/15. It was suggested during the conference call that the Silets apply for a special use permit. Chairman Herrmann noted that he became aware that the matter was in litigation during the period between the conference call and Plan Commission meeting. Plan Commission meetings were held 12/7/15 and 12/14/15. A court reporter was present at both meetings. 
It was noted that copies of “Findings of Fact” were provided to the Board from the Plan Commission regarding:

· Petition of Wandering Tree Estate Ltd. for a Special Use on the Property at 125 Arrowhead Lane and 480 Miller Road to Allow for a Botanical Garden Venue in the R-1 (5-Acre) Residential Zoning District (Exhibit “A” attached) and; 

· Petition for Zoning Text Amendment to Add to Section 10-7-2 of the Village Code A Special Use to Allow for a Botanical Garden Venue on Certain Properties Located in the R-1 (5-Acre) Zoning District (Exhibit “B” attached). 
Chairman Herrmann, speaking as an individual citizen, additionally presented a “Memorandum” from himself. (Exhibit “C” attached). 
President Pino requested that Chairman Herrmann verbally review each “Finding of Fact” for each petition in order that the residents in the audience could know what the findings were and Chairman Herrmann did so.
Chairman Herrmann explained that the petition for Wandering Tree Estate Ltd. to allow a special use on the property at 125 Arrowhead Lane and 480 Miller Road to allow for a botanical garden venue in the R-1 residential zoning district failed to pass by the Plan Commission at a vote of 
2 ayes - 4 nays. 

Additionally, the petition for a zoning text amendment to add to Section 10-7-2 of the Village Code a special use to allow for a botanical garden venue on certain properties located in the R-1 zoning district failed to pass by the Plan Commission at a vote of 2 ayes – 4 nays.

President Pino invited the petitioner to address the Board. 

Tyler Manic, Attorney for Schain, Banks, Kenny & Swartz, Ltd., addressed the Board and explained that he was in attendance on behalf of the applicant Wandering Tree Estate Ltd. and the Silets family. Mr. Manic explained that the matter is in litigation and the applications are an effort on the part of the Silets family to work with the Village and settle any outstanding issues. Mr. Manic explained that his client is of the opinion that Wandering Tree Estate Ltd. falls within the definition of a “botanical garden”.

Mr. Manic stated that he wanted to review the Findings of Fact regarding the petition of Wandering Tree Estates Ltd. for a special use to allow for a botanical garden venue specifically on Page 2, No. 12 under “Recommending Conditions” specifically:
a) There shall be no more than twelve (12) events held or conducted at the subject property in any year

The applicant is requesting that eighteen (18) events be allowed per year. Mr. Manic explained that the grounds are very expensive to maintain and noted that the applicant has been operating at a deficit for the past few years. The applicant is of the opinion that the request is reasonable. 
b) Hours of operation for any event held or conducted at the subject property shall be restricted to 11:00 a.m. to 11:00 p.m. on any day.

Mr. Manic explained that events have traditionally commenced at 9:30 a.m. for the past 44 years. The applicant is requesting that events be held from 10:00 a.m. to 11:00 p.m. on any day. 

c) There shall be no parking on any public roadway by attendees at any event held or conducted on the subject property.

The applicant did not have any revisions regarding parking. 

d) Any and all outdoor entertainment or music shall cease at 10:00 p.m. Sunday through Friday, and at 10:30 p.m. on Friday and Saturday.

The applicant is requesting that any and all outdoor entertainment or music cease at 10:00 p.m. Monday through Thursday, and at 10:30 p.m. on Friday and Saturday with the exception of 11:00 p.m. on a holiday that falls on the weekend such as the Fourth of July, Labor Day, etc.  
e) There shall be no fireworks on the subject property

Mr. Manic explained that Wandering Tree Estates Ltd. has not utilized a fireworks display in a long time however; requested a fireworks display 1 or 2 times per year.

f) There shall be no more than 250 attendees at any event held or conducted on the subject property.

Mr. Manic explained that the applicant is requesting that children and on-site staff not be included in the 250 number of attendees. 

g) There shall be no smoking on the subject property during any event.

Mr. Manic explained that the applicant bans smoking at Wandering Tree Estate Ltd.

h) Owner shall maintain appropriate insurance coverage for each event held or conducted on the subject property and the Village of North Barrington shall be named as an additional insured for such coverage.
Mr. Manic explained that the applicant would agree to condition “h”.

i) Owner shall notify the Village regarding any event to be held or conducted on the subject property, not less than fourteen (14) days prior to such event; such notification shall include the type of event, time/duration of the event, anticipated number of attendees, and the vendors who will be assisting with set-up, operation and/or clean-up at the event.

Mr. Manic explained that the applicant would agree to condition “i”.

j) The Village shall charge and Owner shall pay a fee equal to Two Hundred Fifty and No/100 ($250) Dollars for each notification of any such event.

Mr. Manic explained that the applicant would agree to condition “j”.

k) The special use for a “Botanical Garden Venue” at the subject property shall terminate at the end of one year, provided Owner may apply for renewal of the special use.

Mr. Manic explained that the applicant is requesting a special use for a botanical garden venue at the subject property to terminate at the end of five years due to the following reasons:

· Events take three years to plan.

· The botanical garden is Mrs. Silets life’s work. The applicant is of the opinion that five years is a reasonable time for Mrs. Silets to carry out her life’s work.

H.L. Silets, 125 Arrowhead Lane, addressed the Board and explained that he is the son of the “Train Lady” Elaine Silets. Mr. Silets stated that he helps his mother manage Wandering Tree Estates Ltd. and noted that the property has been rented out for various private events for 44 continuous years. He stated the botanical garden, outdoor garden railways and model train museum at Wandering Tree Estates Ltd. have only brought positive recognition, accolades, and a great deal of enjoyment to many people and the community.

Mr. Silets noted that many rules, procedures and safe guards have been established and enforced over the past 44 years. 
He asked that the Board keep in mind that: 

· Wandering Tree Estates Ltd. is the family’s residence. They reside there full time and would never do anything to negatively impact the use, value and enjoyment of their home or to their neighbors’ home.
· The property has been rented out for 44 continuous years for private events without incident or problem. 
· The family has been renting out the property for private events even before the property was annexed into the Village of North Barrington or even before the Wynstone Subdivision existed.
Mr. Silets asked that his family be able to continue to keep renting out their property for small private events as they’ve done for the previous 44 years. 

Mr. Silets indicated that there would be no impact on traffic and; they would not ask Wynstone for use of the private gate on Arrowhead Lane. Additionally, there would be no parking of any vehicles on Arrowhead Lane at any time and guest parking for private events would be located off-site utilizing two shuttle vans to bring guests to and from the event using the turn-around located on the Silets’ property.
Mr. Silets explained that every charity benefit since 2013 has been by invitation only and noted that Wandering Tree Estate Ltd. has not been open to the public since 2013. Mr. Silets was of the opinion that the reason charity events have been a non-issue in the past is because they have made efforts to be sensitive to their neighbors and enforce strict policies.

Mr. Silets stated that Wandering Tree Estates Ltd. employed the services of John Scandiff in 2013 for traffic safety on Arrowhead Lane during private events. Music on the property was discussed and Mr. Silets highlighted the property’s music restrictions.  
Mr. Silets indicated that that the rental of the property has paid for the creation and maintenance of the property and explained that his mother, Elaine Silets, wishes to continue with the design and maintenance of the botanical gardens for as long as she’s able. 
President Pino asked how many events the family has had per year over the past 44 years.

Mr. Silets stated that it depends on the year and size of event however; noted that it was approximately 25 events per year.

President Pino asked if there had been any years where no events took place at Wandering Tree Estates Ltd.

Mr. Silets explained that events were held every year.  

Mr. Manic requested that two letters of support be submitted to the Board that were not submitted at the Plan Commission meetings. President Pino agreed.

President Pino summarized the two letters of support submitted to the Board by the Herb Family, 
25550 N. Wagon Wheel Ct., Barrington, IL and Gerald Jacobs, 130 Arrowhead Lane, North Barrington, IL.
Mr. Silets stated that the Herb Family owns the Garlands in Barrington and noted they are familiar with zoning issues.  
President Pino asked if there were any comments from audience members who did not testify at the Plan Commission meetings.

Paul Liska, 20 S. Wynstone Drive, addressed the Board and provided information opposing the special use request.  
Jeffrey San Filippo, 12 Rock Ridge Road, Barrington, addressed the Board and provided information supporting the special use request. 

Allen Ballerini, 140 Arrowhead Lane, addressed the Board and stated that he’s been a resident since 1978. He noted that his neighbors have been long-time residents as well, who informed him that the Silets’ property was initially a summer home. 

Mr. Ballerini stated that Harvey Silets was an advocate of the bucolic area and was opposed to the Wynstone Subdivision using Arrowhead Lane for transportation. 

Mr. Ballerini explained that he used to cut his own lawn for eighteen years and indicated that large parties were not typically held at the property. He remembers one or two large parties with cars that parked along Arrowhead Lane and a symphony playing. Mr. Ballerini was of the opinion that the Silets hosting 25 parties a year was a “fabrication”. 

John Scandiff, 3016 Lincoln Road, McHenry, addressed the Board and explained that he controls the parking on Arrowhead Lane to ensure that no one parks on Arrowhead Lane during private events. Mr. Scandiff explained that he became involved with the Silets’ after attending a charity event as he was impressed with how well the event was run. Mr. Scandiff stated that there has been no parking issues since he’s been working there. Mr. Scandiff noted that security is also provided at each event.  
President Pino asked if he drove the attendees to the event. Mr. Scandiff explained that the attendees are transported to the events by shuttle vans.

Mr. Silets addressed the Board and explained that there are two shuttle vans that transport attendees from an off-site location such as a parking lot in Lake Zurich, IL. It was noted that the attendees of a bridal party are allowed 2-3 cars on the Silet’s property.  

Mary Ballerini, 140 Arrowhead Lane, addressed the Board and stated that she’s been a resident since 1978.  She stated that she bought the property with the dream of living in a peaceful setting however; indicated that the summer of 2015 was a test of her patience. 

Ms. Ballerini explained that her hardship for the past year entailed: dealing with delivery trucks on Arrowhead Lane; supervising her driveway to make sure transportation vans did not turn around in her driveway and; listening to the setting up of (pole) tents.

Ms. Ballerini explained that she has respect for the Silets family and their gardens; however; -indicated that she is a taxpayer, has rights as a homeowner to enjoy her property, and does not want her rights to be taken advantage of. 

Ms. Ballerini noted her concern that the venue is being used for profit. Ms. Ballerini stated that she would like to maintain a peaceful setting for future generations. She noted that she is hopeful that the Board will continue to have high values for its citizens.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite asked Ms. Ballerini’s if her driveway was located on Arrowhead Lane and whether her property was located next to the Silets’ property.

Ms. Ballerini replied that her property is located on Arrowhead Lane on the west side of the street. 

Trustee Pais asked Ms. Ballerini if noise was an issue.

Ms. Ballerini responded that noise was an issue. She also noted her concern for 26 events per year.
Mr. Manic noted for clarification purposes that the applicant is currently requesting 18 events per year. 

Trustee Pais inquired how 18 events would be distributed over the course of a calendar year.
Mr. Manic replied that the applicant would be willing to work with the Village to determine how the events are scheduled. Mr. Manic indicated that the revenue received from 18 events would only offset the amount needed to take care of the gardens. It was noted that the Silets’ are not proposing the special use in order to make a profit.
Trustee Pais noted his concern about the time that events conclude during the week, weekend and on holidays.

Mr. Silets clarified the proposed time schedule for events.

Jim Leopardo, 53 S. Wynstone, addressed the Board to discuss outdoor music noise levels. Mr. Leopardo provided a chart to the Board and explained his research. Mr. Leopardo referenced Section 10-4-1 C.6. of the Village Code noting that “A home occupation shall not generate noise, vibration….beyond that which normally occurs in the residential zoning district…”). 

President Pino asked if there were any further comments.

No one wished to speak.

Motion: Trustee Boland moved that the Board accept the recommendation of the Plan Commission to deny the petition for a zoning text amendment to add Section 10-7-2 of the Village Code a special use to allow for a botanical garden venue on certain properties located in the R-1 Zoning District; seconded by Trustee Pais.

Discussion: There was some discussion.

Trustee Andrew requested to comment on the issue and noted her concern regarding the lack of complaints within a five year period. She questioned the creditability of testimony provided by the residents at the Plan Commission meetings. Trustee Andrew stated that large parcels are expensive to maintain and believes that the gardens at Wandering Tree Estate, Ltd. benefit the community. She was of the opinion that the Silets’ property increases surrounding property values and recommended that Wandering Tree Estates Ltd. open their gardens to Village residents one time per year for residents to enjoy the gardens and off-set expenses required to maintain the property. 

Motion: Trustee Boland moved that the Board accept the recommendation of the Plan Commission to deny the petition of Wandering Tree Estate Ltd. for a special use on the property at 125 Arrowhead Lane and 480 Miller Road to allow for a botanical garden venue in the R-1 residential zoning district; seconded by Trustee Weiner.

Discussion: There was some discussion.

Vote on Motion: No vote was taken.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite noted a procedural problem and explained that the applicant applied for a zoning text amendment which was defeated by the Plan Commission. Subsequently, there was no “vehicle” to grant the petition for a special use and recommended that the Village table the matter. 

There was brief discussion among the Board and Village Attorneys. The motion was withdrawn.

Motion: Trustee Boland moved that the matter be tabled regarding the petition of Wandering Tree Estate Ltd. for a special use on the property at 125 Arrowhead Lane and 480 Miller Road to allow for a botanical garden venue in the R-1 residential zoning district; seconded by Trustee Weiner.

Susan Allman, Village Forester – Forester Update for 2015
Susan Allman, Village Forester, addressed the Board and explained that she wanted to provide a 2015 Village Forester update. 
Ms. Allman Ms. Allman noted that she recently submitted an application to Tree City USA and an application for a “Growth Award”.

Ms. Allman explained that the Village removed 134 trees in 2015, of which 71% were Ash and 29% was classified as “other” and excluded buckthorn.
Ms. Allman reported that the Village planted a total of 53 trees of which 20 trees went toward the Village’s 50/50 tree program with residents; 30 trees were planted in Village rights of way; and 3 trees were planted at the Village Hall for Arbor Day. The total expenditure for tree planting in 2015 was in the amount of $16,342. 

Ms. Allman explained that the Village’s total expenditure for the forestry program was $45,764 in the FY 2015/2016. The Village needed to spend at least $2.00/capita; however, the Village actually spent $15/capita.  

Ms. Allman stated that the Village celebrated its first annual “Tree of the Year Award” to residents on Thomas Drive. 

 Ms. Allman noted that the Village would continue:   

· removing Ash trees in Village rights of way. 

· planting trees in Village rights of way. 

· clearing trees under power lines and maintain mowing in Village rights of way.
