ZONING VARIATIONS NEEDED:

ZR-10-1-2(B) and  

ZR-10-4-2(A,1,b):  
A non-conforming building or use shall not be expanded.

The existing home and property are non-conforming by reason of lot size and building setback.  Properties in the R-3 District shall have an area of at least 40,000 square feet.  Building setback from the side line shall not be less than ten percent (10%) of the average width of the property, or 10 feet, whichever is greater.  The area of the subject property (Lots 4, 5 and 6 in Block 5 of Biltmore Country Estates Unit No. 2) is approximately 33,481 square feet and is therefore a non-conforming use in the R-3 District.  The existing home is located 8.83 feet from the side lot line rather than the 14.3 feet required (based on an average lot width of approximately 143 feet) and is therefore a non-conforming building in the R-3 District.

The petitioners wish to construct a screened porch, as well as increase the size of the deck. Interior remodeling of master suite includes a two foot bump out of bathroom. This expansion is entirely within the footprint of the existing home.
