Approval of Minutes from the March 8, 2016 Environmental and Health Commission meeting
The Minutes of the March 8, 2016 Environmental and Health Commission (“E&H”) meeting were made available to the commission members.
Chairman Kalinowski noted a change in the listing of roll call. 

Motion: Laurie Cameron moved to approve the Minutes of the March 8, 2016 E&H meeting with the change to the listing of roll call; seconded by Rob Haas.

Chairman Kalinowski declared the Minutes of the March 8, 2016 E&H meeting approved and put on file. 
3.
Public Comment
There was no public comment.

4.        Steve Schweinsberg, Prairieland Disposal-update regarding garbage and recycling collection

Chairman Kalinowski took a moment to introduce Alex Pino as a new member of the E&H. Mr. Pino briefly gave a synopsis about himself and noted he had served on the Parks Commission prior to joining the E&H.

Ms. Cameron summarized her work experience and gave a short biography of herself.
Steve Schweinsberg provided the E&H with a tonnage report for the past seven months of waste hauling in the Village. He indicated that the report showed that the Village diversion rate for recycling has increased from twenty five percent to twenty nine percent. Ms. Cameron asked what the percentages are for other areas in Lake County. Mr. Schweinsberg stated that he did not have the report, but he would obtain it from the Solid Waste Agency of Lake County, “SWALCO”, and forward it to the E&H. Mr. Schweinsberg noted that the recycling diversion rate did not include food scraps or yard waste.
 Mr. Schweinsberg summarized the report. He stated that there were 241 cans switched out in September at the beginning of the transition of waste haulers, 111 residents subscribed to yard waste pick up, and 27 subscribed to the food scrap program. He indicated that within the next week Prairieland Disposal will be delivering one free bag of compost to each residence who has subscribed to the food scraps program. He noted the free bag is offered once a year.  Mr. Schweinsberg informed the E&H that Prairieland Disposal also offers free top soil for projects in the Village. Mr. Schweinsberg indicated that he has not received any complaints since the initial transition in September. 
Mr. Schweinsberg stated that he would forward all of the SWALCO reports and Prairieland Disposal’s tonnage reports to Trustee Martin Pais and Trustee Pete Boland.
The E&H asked Mr. Schweinsberg if it was possible to begin yard waste pick up a couple weeks earlier next year. Mr. Schweinsberg agreed to begin yard waste pick up earlier the upcoming year, with the date to be determined. Mr. Schweinsberg informed the E&H that residents who are subscribed to the yard waste program and use auto pay must re-enroll annually.
Mr. Pino asked how the diversion rate on the tonnage report is calculated. Mr. Schweinsberg stated that it is calculated by the total amount of material that is picked up and diverted from the landfill and yard waste is calculated by volume. 

Ms. Aylward asked Mr. Schweinsberg if he had any information to add to the post card the E&H plans to send out. Mr. Schweinsberg suggested adding information regarding the food scrap program and the yard waste program renewal for residents using auto pay. He indicated that he would have Mary Schweinsberg coordinate with the E&H with any further suggestions.
Mr. Schweinsberg mentioned that Prairieland Disposal has a new website. He stated that he would coordinate with the E&H and the Parks and Recreation Commission to attend the Village events at Eton Park and provide information about the different programs offered by Prairieland Disposal.
Mr. Schweinsberg confirmed that SWALCO is discontinuing electronic recycling, but that Prairieland Disposal would continue to except electronics recycling for the Village of North Barrington. He stated that the electronics can be dropped off at their facility or picked up for a fee.

Members discussed the Village events and information to provide on the postcard.

5.         Susan Allman, Village Forester-discuss Arbor Day and right of way tree removal 

Ms. Allman stated that the Arbor Day event will be held Saturday, April 23, 2016 at Eton Park. She mentioned that she will be picking up seedlings to be planted by the scouts on April 15, 2016. She stated that she is coordinating the time of the event with the scouts. She indicated that she will inform the E&H of the time of the event. 
She noted that ComEd will be donating a three inch in diameter, Honey Locust tree to be planted at Eton Park. 
Ms. Allman announced that the Tree of the Year award will go to a thirty six and a half inch Tulip tree located on the property of Mark and Vicky Matthews, 464 Signal Hill Road. 

Ms. Allman mentioned that she was given an increase in the Forestry budget, and therefore will proceed with the 50/50 tree program this year. She stated that she ordered ten Burr Oak trees and ten Muscle Wood trees. Ms. Cameron asked how a resident can participate in the program. Ms. Allman stated that she will send out a flyer that residents can fill out and return to the Village Hall. She explained that the program is first come first serve and the cost includes the tree and planting. 
Ms. Allman explained that as the Village Forester she is responsible for tree removal permits and right of way trees. She discussed tree removal and planting in the right of way. 

There was discussion regarding the restoration work at Eton Park and tree planting in the right of way at Eton Park.

6.         Discuss Septic Maintenance Ordinance submittals

Chairman Kalinowski explained the Septic Maintenance Ordinance. She stated that the residential homes in the Village, excluding the Wynstone subdivision are required to have their septic tank pumped and inspected at least once every five years. Mr. Pino asked who oversees that residents are complying with the ordinance. Ms. Torres stated that she receives the permit applications and together with Natalie Karney, the Health and Sanitation Officer, insures that residents are in compliance.
Ms. Kalinowski explained that Ms. Karney oversees issues with septic systems and if a new system is to be installed. She stated that if in the event a resident needs to install a new system or reposition a failing system a septic variance may be required. She stated that the E&H would then review the septic variance request and make a recommendation to the Village Board on how to proceed. 
7.         Discuss restoration maintenance work at Eton Park, Flint Creek

Ms. Aylward gave an update regarding the E&H’s recommendation for approval of the ENCAP proposal to the Board. She stated that the proposal was not approved due to the absence of the proposal at the Village Board meeting March 30, 2016. 
Chairman Kalinowski explained that the Village has been doing restoration work at Eton Park north and south for the past six years. She mentioned that the contract for restoration work at Eton Park is up for renewal. She explained that three proposals were reviewed at the last meeting and ENCAP was ultimately chosen to continue the work at Eton Park. Ms. Aylward indicated that the proposal was not approved at the Board meeting, but that the Village Board would obtain a copy of the proposal and review for the next Board meeting April 27, 2016. MS. Aylward informed the E&H that the Board did approve a budget of $1,200.00 to ENCAP to spray for Garlic Mustard. 
There was discussion regarding the expectations of the restoration work at Eton Park.
Chairman Kalinowski mentioned the Flint Creek Project. She stated that the Village received a government grant in 2009 to aid in restoring Flint Creek to improve water quality, reduce flooding and improve habitat.
There was discussion regarding the process for requests for proposals. Members were of the opinion that the process needs improvement. 
Ms. Allman mentioned that the Parks and Recreation Commission is planning a proposed path along Hewes Drive.

8.         Discuss Water quality monitoring

Chairman Kalinowski mentioned that the purpose of water quality monitoring is to track the quality of the water in the Village and to insure the quality is suitable and shows improvement with time. She mentioned that the reports show that the water leaving the Village is of better quality than the water coming into the Village. 

9.         Discuss Barrington Area Council of Governments, “BACOG” coal tar and Polycyclic  

            Aromatic Hydrocarbons, “PAH”
Chairman Kalinowski summarized the discussion at the previous meeting regarding the ban on the use of coal tar sealants/PAH. She stated that BACOG is urging villages within the BACOG organization to ban the use of coal tar sealants/PAH. She explained that the Village of North Barrington has been considering the ban. Chairman Kalinowski indicated that some concerns that members had with the ban was the ability of the Village to enforce the proposed ordinance banning coal tar sealants/PAH. Members were of the opinion that the Village was not equipped with enough staff to monitor compliance. She explained that another point of discussion was the amount of the fines to be enforced if a resident or contractor were to use coal tar sealants/PAH.
 Members discussed the proposed coal tar ordinance that was recommended to the Village Board for approval at the last E&H meeting. 
10.       Discuss Heritage Tree Ordinance
Chairman Kalinowski summarized the Heritage Tree Ordinance for Mr. Pino. Ms. Allman explained the E&H’s role and her role as Village Forester in enforcing the Ordinance. Ms. Aylward noted that the E&H is working together with Ms. Allman to make proposed changes to the language of the ordinance. 
11.       Discuss Electronic recycling ending in Lake County as of 5/1/16. Discuss ideas for a post    

            card to residents about food scrap collection, spring cleanup/Earth Day, and handling 
            storm water

Members discussed the various topics to include in the E&H postcard to send out to residents sometime in May. Members agreed to collect ideas for the postcard and communicate via email. It was noted that SWALCO will discontinue recycling electronics, but Prairieland Disposal will be accepting electronics for drop off at their facility located at 21988 N. Pepper Road, Lake Barrington, IL 60010.
12.
Old Business/New Business
Ms. Aylward questioned the procedure for the approval of commission minutes.

There was discussion regarding the Village budget that was approved at the previous Village Board meeting March 31, 2016.
