II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT
Susan Allman, Village Forester, addressed the Board to provide a year-end forestry report. The highlights of 2012 included:
· Illinois Urban Forest Restoration for Emerald Ash Borer (EAB) Grant Award – Removed 25 EAB trees on Biltmore Drive - 13 trees were planted in 2012 and 12 trees will be planted in the spring of 2013. 
· Tree Inventory Management Plan Grant Award - Provided a tree inventory for trees located in Village right of ways.
· Street Right of Way Tree Management Ordinance – Adopted by the Village Board. 

· Tree City and Growth Award – Applications were submitted.
· Arbor Day - Celebrated on 4/21/12; a catalpa tree was planted.

· 50/50 Tree Program – The Village and 20 residents participated in the purchase and planting of 20 hackberry trees on private property.  
Ms. Allman explained that a total of 133 Village trees were removed and 34 Village trees were planted in 2012. The cost to plant trees was $7,707 and the cost to remove trees was $20,063.
Ms. Allman stated that the Village will continue to remove/replace trees in 2013. She continues to search for tree services for the removal of debris/trees in the event of an emergency. 
Trustee Herrmann inquired about the disposal of wood chips and whether there is a cost to the Village to have the chips hauled away. Ms. Allman stated there are certain tree service companies excluded from disposing chips at Cuba Township. If a company is excluded from disposing chips at Cuba Township, the Village must pay to have the chips hauled away.

Trustee Kakfa stated that it might benefit the Village to have the chips distributed on the playground at Eton Park or on Village walking paths. Ms. Allman stated that she would look into the matter.
Kim Block, 128 Cherry Hill Road, addressed the Board to discuss the proposed ordinance regarding the code amendment to Title 11 to add a provision for residential driveways.
Trustee Pino recommended that Mr. Block address the Board upon the Board’s review of the proposed Ordinance as the matter had not yet been discussed.  Mr. Block consented.

PRESENTATIONS
A.
Janet Agnoletti, BACOG Executive Director – 2013 Legislative Platform
Janet Agnoletti, Executive Director, Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) addressed the Board to review the 2013 BACOG Legislative Platform as it relates to local government. Five areas of importance were highlighted:  

1. Financial viability of local governments. Eliminate unfunded mandates and refrain from creating additional liabilities.

2. Preserve local government decision making and the right to self-determination. Oppose any pre-emption of home rule powers. Respect the role of municipal and township governments in effectively providing service to the public.
3. Protect and enhance environmental resources and open space.

4. Support local and regional land use, planning and zoning and the implementation of such plans and regulations without disruption.

5.
Maintain and improve the transportation system throughout the region while balancing community interests with investment and expansion. Support appropriate regulations of vehicles, roadways and traffic.
President Pino thanks Ms. Agnoletti for her presentation.

V.
CODE AMENDMENTS/ORDINANCES

A.
Consideration of Ordinance # _____, Code Amendment to Title 11 to add a prevision for residential driveways.

Village Administrator Kathy Nelander explained that previous problems have occurred when property owners build their driveways with materials which are not the same as the adjoining asphalt roadway, such as brick pavers. 
President Pino stated that it costs the Village additional funds to remove and replace pavers located in Village right of ways following Village road work. The proposed ordinance requires that the portion of driveway located within 3 feet of the pavement of a public roadway be composed of the same material as the roadway. The ordinance would not apply to Wynstone which maintains its own streets.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the Village has not had an ordinance regulating driveways other than with new construction.  

Trustee Kolar asked whether existing gravel driveways will be required to resurface the 3 foot apron upon the Village resurfacing its roads. Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that the proposed ordinance applies only to new or repaved driveways. 

Trustee Kolar stated that it will be difficult to monitor the re-pavement of driveways when a permit is not required.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite asked the Board to consider whether they want the proposed ordinance to include:

· impervious surfaces

· permit process

· a policy requiring the 3 foot apron on all driveways effective a specific date or; effective solely to residents who are resurfacing their driveways.

Trustee Herrmann expressed his concern about the ordinance as it relates to gravel driveways. Trustee Herrmann stated that loose gravel is used for fill on Village right of ways and that it’s a better choice for the environment.

Kim Block, 128 Cherry Hill Road, addressed the Board and noted his concern about the Village prohibiting gravel driveways upon the replacement of an existing gravel driveway. Mr. Block opposed the ordinance.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that a resident could go through the variation process if he wanted to keep an existing gravel driveway upon the replacement of another gravel driveway.

Trustee Boland stated that he would prefer the matter be tabled in order to have further discussion. Trustee Kolar agreed.

It was noted that Trustees Herrmann and Kolar agreed to review the matter in order to provide additional input.

VI.
ADMINISTRATION – President Albert Pino
A.
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC - Flint Creek Restoration, Award Contract
It was noted that the Encap, Inc. proposal was provided to the Board in their packet materials. 

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC addressed the Board and explained that the Environmental and Health (E&H) Commission met with the seven contractors who had submitted bids for the proposed work pertaining to the Flint Creek Restoration Phase 1 Restoration project on 12/4/12. The E& H Commission recommended ENCAP, Inc. (ENCAP) as the company to perform the work. Ms. Schumm noted that she supports the recommendation of the E&H Commission as ENCAP has an excellent work history of completed projects which are similar in scope.
President Pino requested that Ms. Schumm review the project’s budget and expenses.
Ms. Schumm explained that ENCAP’s total costs fell within the proposed budget and was approximately $20,000 under budget. It includes: 
· Tree removal

· Floodplain Restoration

· Seeding and Restoration

· 3 years Maintenance
Ms. Schumm clarified that the Section 319 Grant awarded to the Village is in the amount of $141,000. ENCAP’s cost for the project totals the amount of $178,040.00. It was noted that the Village is reimbursed for the grant on a quarterly basis.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that there are a number of revisions needed from a legal viewpoint within the proposed contract. He recommended that the Board make a policy decision to approve the contract subject to legal review. 
Trustee Boland stated that he attended the presentation and was impressed with ENCAP’s presentation above all of the other contractors. He was of the opinion that ENCAP is professional and a quality company.
Trustee Herrmann attended the presentation and concurred with Trustee Boland. He believed that ENCAP’s qualifications matched their costs. 

President Pino attended the presentation and noted that ENCAP was the only company who discussed grade issues and met all of the requirements on the Request for Proposal. He was of the opinion that some companies were unqualified. 

President Pino asked Ms. Schumm her opinion of ENCAP. Ms. Schumm stated that Jonathon Koepke is considered a regional expert in sediment and erosion control. She was pleased with the recommendation of the E&H Commission. 
Ms. Schumm noted that the stockpiles have not been finalized. 
Trustee Herrmann explained that the Village owns two right of ways which lead into the restoration area and suggested that those right of ways be used as “staging” areas. Additionally, he suggested that if a temporary bridge is needed, that it be placed on Village owned property. 
Trustee Herrmann commented that the residents who are going to be affected by the project should have been invited to the E&H meeting in order to hear the contractor presentations due to the work being done on private property.

Ms. Schumm stated that she is working with Attorney J.W. Braithwaite regarding the easement agreements. Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that he considers that he may have a conflict of interest at to one of the property owners who is a friend. It was noted that Attorney Mark Schuster of Bazos, Freeman, Kramer, Schuster, & Braithwaite, LLC would be overseeing the easement agreement for such person.
