Vice Chair Joe DiPino welcomed the audience to the Hearing and asked that any person wishing to speak during the public hearing, stand up in order to be sworn in. The witnesses were sworn in.

Approve Minutes from the April 9, 2013 Meeting 

The Minutes of the April 9, 2013 Meeting were made available to the Board. 
Vice Chair DiPino asked the Zoning Board of Appeals if there were any revisions to the Minutes. 

No one wished to speak. 
Motion: W. Gene McAlester moved that the Minutes of the April 9, 2013 be approved; seconded by Craig Shully.
Discussion: There was no discussion.
Vote on Motion: 
The voice vote was unanimous in favor. 

Vice Chair DiPino declared the Minutes of the April 9, 2013 Meeting approved and put on file.

The following variations are requested in the petition submitted by Mr. John Cifonelli and Ms. Sally Deniston, 297 Oxford Road, North Barrington, IL  60010:
Vice Chair DiPino explained the variances to the code requested by Mr. John Cifonelli and Ms. Sally Deniston. 
ZONING VARIATIONS NEEDED:

ZR-10-1-2(B) and  

ZR-10-4-2(A,1,b):  
A non-conforming building or use shall not be expanded.

The existing home and property are non-conforming by reason of lot size and building setback.  Properties in the R-3 District shall have an area of at least 40,000 square feet.  Building setback from the side line shall not be less than 

ten percent (10%) of the average width of the property, or 10 feet, whichever is greater.  The area of the subject property (Lots 4, 5 and 6 in Block 5 of Biltmore Country Estates Unit No. 2) is approximately 33,481 square feet and is therefore a non-conforming use in the R-3 District.  The existing home is located 8.83 feet from the side lot line rather than the 14.3 feet required (based on an average lot width of approximately 143 feet) and is therefore a non-conforming building in the R-3 District
Vice Chair DiPino reviewed the zoning variations as requested by the applicants and invited 

Mr. John Cifonelli and Ms. Sally Deniston to address the Board and explain their petition to the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) including their hardship for the request.
John Cifonelli, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board and explained that when he and his wife purchased the home in 1985, it included a screened in porch and deck. The screened in porch was removed and the deck was replaced. The applicants requested a modest increase to the size of the existing deck and would like to reconstruct a new screened-in porch using the existing concrete footings where the previous screened in porch was located. Mr. Cifonelli explained that due to a mosquito and wasp problem, he and his wife would like to enjoy the outdoors without having to worry about insects.  Additionally, they proposed to remodel their master bedroom suite which requires a two foot bump-out of the bathroom in order to accommodate a potential wheelchair. The expansion of the master bedroom suite is entirely within the footprint of the existing building. 
Mr. Cifonelli explained that the proposed extension of the deck would extend approximately 2 ½ feet further into the yard. He noted that the proposed extension of the deck would be located approximately 19 ½ feet away in distance from the septic holding tank and was approved the Lake County Health Department.
Mr. Cifonelli explained that the plans for “Existing Bedroom 5” are to re-configure the room into a large walk-in closet/dressing room and place additional storage in the hallway.
Mr. Cifonelli noted that Village Health Officer Natalie Karney had no objection to the proposed plans. Additionally, Village Forester Susan Allman had no objection to the proposed plans. He noted that no trees would be removed, although; would be trimming back an existing River Birch tree.

Vice Chair DiPino asked the applicant to explain Village Health Officer Natalie Karney’s Memorandum dated 4/17/13 to Village Building and Zoning Officer Kelly Rafferty noting that “This plan returns the home to the original 4-bedroom design”. Mr. Cifonelli explained that the house dates back to 1946 and had two major additions. The “Existing Bedroom 5” was originally the master bedroom however; they’ve always used “Existing Bedroom 4” as their master bedroom.

Vice Chair DiPino asked the applicants how long they have been putting up with the mosquitos and wasps. Mr. Cifonelli stated that the problem has been going on for years and it seems as though the wasps and wasp nests are getting worse. Ms. Deniston noted that she’d like to be able to enjoy the outdoors without having to worry about insects.

ZBA Member Craig Shully added that the applicants have a great deal of trees in their yard which adds to the insect problem.
It was noted that there were no objections from any residents. 

Motion: Craig Shully moved to approve the zoning variations and request for Mr.  John Cifonelli and Ms. Sally Deniston for the construction of a screened in porch, an expanded wood deck, the

2 ft. x 20 ft. expansion of the maters bathroom and related interior alterations and remodeling using the architectural plans prepared by HBB Architectural dated 4/8/13 and the plat of survey prepared by Barrington Engineering dated 4/16/13; seconded by Bryan McGonigal.
Discussion: There was no further discussion beyond that which previously took place.

A non-conforming building or use shall not be expanded.

Properties in the R-3 District shall have an area of at least 40,000 square feet.  The area of the subject property (Lots 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5 in Block 33 of Biltmore Country Estates Unit No. 1) is approximately 36,159 square feet and therefore a non-conforming use in the R-3 District.  
ZR-10-2-1:  

Accessory vehicular storage structures shall have a maximum area of 




seven hundred fifty (750) square feet.

The proposed detached garage will have an area of nine hundred seventy five (975) square feet.

Vice Chair DiPino explained that Mr. & Mrs. Allendorfer withdrew their zoning variations request.
