Approval of Minutes from the May 5, 2015 Environmental and Health Commission meeting
The Minutes of the May 5, 2015 Environmental and Health Commission (“E&H”) meeting were made available to the commission members.
Motion: Vice Chair Patty Kalinowski moved to approve the Minutes of the May 5, 2015 E&H meeting; seconded by Rob Haas.

Chairman Kramper declared the Minutes of the May 5, 2015 E&H meeting approved and put on file. 
3.
Public Comment
There was no public comment.
4.         Susan Allman, Village Forester – Forester’s Report

Susan Allman, Village Forester, addressed the E&H and indicated that today was planting day for Right of Way, “ROW”, trees and day 1 of tree planting for the 50/50 program. Ms. Allman asked Ms. Aylward and Ms. Kalinowski if they received their 50/50 program trees. It was noted that their trees were planted today. Ms. Allman stated that after the trees are planted mulch is laid down and the trees are sprinkled with Microrhizome  Ms. Allman explained that the trees should be watered once a week for approximately 20 minutes with a slow flow of water. 
Ms. Allman noted that the Village sold out of the twenty 50/50 program trees.

Ms. Allman mentioned that there was discussion during the Village Board “VB” meeting May 27, 2015 regarding Emerald Ash Borer “EAB”. 
She noted that she has been removing Ash trees in the Village affected by EAB in the ROW. 
Vice Chair Kalinowski asked Ms. Allman if she knew how many more Ash trees in the ROW affected by EAB need to be removed. Ms. Allman indicated that the inventory taken counted over 900 Ash trees in the ROW which only included trees 6 inches or more in diameter. Ms. Allman mentioned that the areas in the Village highly affected are the Homewood, Rugby and Eton area. 
Vice Chair Kalinowski asked Ms. Allman if she was aware of which other species of tree was popular in the ROW. Ms. Allman indicated that Oak trees were popular. 
Ms. Aylward asked how the ROW is determined in the Village. Ms. Allman stated that the ROW varies and can be from 33-80 feet.

Mr. Antoniou inquired about the amount of Ash trees that have been removed from the 900 Ash trees that were inventoried. Ms. Allman indicated that the Village removes roughly 50-100 trees in the ROW a year of which approximately 85% are Ash trees. 
Mr. Antoniou asked if the Village removes the trees or contracts out for removal. Ms. Allman indicated that the Village does not have a public works department therefore has to contract out. 
Mr. Antoniou asked what the cost to remove a typical 12 inch tree would be. Ms. Allman stated that it costs approximately $400-$600 dollars. She explained that she prefers to remove trees all along a street at once to keep costs down. She indicated that the company used to remove the trees then refers to hours worked as opposed to the amount of trees removed.

She mentioned that her goal is to remove all dead Ash trees and eventually remove as much vegetation under the electrical lines and replant vegetation that will not interfere with the lines.
Mr. Antoniou asked if the VB has considered increasing the budget for tree removal taking into account the amount of trees that need to be removed. Ms. Allman stated that her budget was decreased. 

There was discussion regarding dead trees in the Village. 
Ms. Aylward suggested various options to promote planting new trees in the Village.
Ms. Allman noted that the Village offers the 50/50 program which promotes planting new trees in the Village by splitting the fees between the Village and residents who purchase trees through the 50/50 program. She indicated that the fee includes the cost of the tree, the planting of the tree and delivery charge. 
Ms. Kalinowski was of the opinion that the trees she has seen in the Village purchased through the 50/50 program have done very well.
Ms. Allman mentioned that trees have become more difficult to obtain because of high demand.

She indicated that the trees she obtains for the 50/50 program are reserved in advance. She expressed the importance of watering the trees to ensure sure their survival.

Review the Waste Hauling Contract Procedure

Linda Aylward gave an update regarding the VB meeting held May 27, 2015. She indicated that the VB went through the waste hauling checklist developed by Trustee Pais. She noted that Josh Molnar, Groot, Michael Brink, Waste Management “WM”, and Steve Schweinsberg, Prairie Land Disposal “PLD” were present and addressed the VB. She indicated that Groot and WM expressed their disappointment with not being selected by the Special Committee. She explained that Village Attorney, J.W. Braithwaite asked Mr. Schweinsberg if PLD would be agreeable to adding a provision to the contract (if awarded) that would include a unique cancellation provision should the Village be dissatisfied with PLD’s services, regardless of fault. It was noted that term of the contract would be approximately one year.
Ms. Aylward noted that Trustee Pais was of the opinion that that PLD was the lowest bidder based on the unlimited options cost.
Ms. Aylward explained that the VB did not vote on the waste hauler proposals. She noted that the matter was going to be discussed further at a special meeting held by the VB June 18, 2015. 
Ms. Aylward explained that Trustee Weiner expressed his concern with PLD’s ability to fulfill their contract.
Vice Chair Kalinowski asked if there was public comment at the VB meeting regarding the waste hauler proposals. Ms. Aylward indicated that there was not.

Mr. Antoniou was of the opinion that PLD may have an issue with agreeing to add a cancellation provision after one year to the contract (if awarded) for the reason that they may be buying extra equipment to prepare for the new contract. 
Vice Chair Kalinowski asked if the VB was in the possession of the Request for Proposal “RFP” at the VB meeting. My Aylward noted that they were. Vice Chair Kalinowski asked if the VB was familiar with the specifics of the RFP. Ms. Aylward was of the opinion that the VB was familiar with the procedure, but not with the specifics of the RFP. 
Chairman Kramper stated that he withheld his comment to recommend that in the future the procedure of selecting the waste hauler be improved. He indicated that he did not wish for his comments to influence the VB’s vote. 

Chairman Kramper suggested that the E&H recommend to the VB having public meetings prior to the RFP going out to in order to allow more time for public comment regarding the Village’s interests. He suggested that the E&H could then prepare recommendations for the content of the RFP for vendors to bid on. He indicated that after receiving the bids the E&H could then make a recommendation to the VB.
Ms. Aylward noted that Village President, Albert Pino, visited the PLD site located at 21N988 Pepper Road, Lake Barrington, IL. 
Ms. Aylward stated that after the VB meeting Mr. Brink of WM explained that WM had recently finalized a contract with Midwest Organics to recycle organic materials. 

Ms. Kalinowski was of the opinion that the RFP was vague, which caused lack of knowledge for the waste haulers regarding the Village’s interests. Ms. Aylward was of the opinion that the RFP enumerated a great deal. 
There was discussion regarding the three waste haulers offerings. 
Chairman Kramper mentioned that at the VB meeting Trustee Weiner inquired about laws that require the Village to be bound to select the lowest bidding vendor. Chairman Kramper stated that Attorney Braithwaite noted that the Village may waive the lowest bidder requirement with 2/3 majority vote by the VB.
Ms. Kalinowski asked if the special meeting being held by the VB is open to the public. 
Chairman Kramper confirmed that it is.
6.
Old Business/New Business
Ms. Kalinowski inquired about the date of the special meeting being held by the Village Board. It was noted that the special meeting will be held Thursday, June 18, 2015 to discuss, among other topics, the consideration of waste hauler proposals. 
Chairman Kramper announced that he will be resigning from the E&H commission after serving for 8 years due to a conflict with his schedule. He noted that this would be his last meeting with the E&H.
