IV. 
PRESENTATIONS
A.
Elaine Silets – Request for Village Assistance
Elaine Silets, 125 Arrowhead Lane, addressed the Board, to discuss their annual Garden Walk Event scheduled for Saturday, June 29th from 10:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. Mrs. Silets explained that the event was a success last year particularly due in part to the Village’s contribution of providing bus transportation.  Mrs. Silets noted that they expect more attendees this year, especially senior citizens. It was noted that members of the Barrington Park District and the Garlands of Barrington are interested in attending. The Garlands of Barrington will be providing golf carts for senior citizens by reservation. It was noted that there will be a food vender for the first time and; the Chicago Botanic Gardens and Stillman Nature Center will each have a booth during the event.

Mrs. Silets asked that the Village consider matching its contribution from 2012 and even consider raising the contribution due to the expected increase in the number of attendees. It was noted that the Village contributed $2,000 in 2012.
President Pino asked if North Barrington residents benefit from the scholarships awarded by Interlochen Center for the Arts. Mrs. Silets explained that the scholarships are based on a number of factors including talent, need, and grades, among others.
President Pino noted that he spoke with Mayor Branding of Lake Zurich, who advised that Mrs. Silets contact the Village of Lake Zurich Administrator in order to reserve the old K-mart parking lot for the event.
President Pino explained that he discussed the matter individually with Trustees. Some of the Trustees have issue with providing a contribution each year and that the Village’s assistance might not continue in the future.

H.L. Silets addressed the Board and explained that last year the event had eight full-time buses with two buses in reserve. This year, they are contemplating having ten full-time buses with two buses in reserve. He noted that the total cost for transportation in 2012 was $2,800.00.

Trustee Johnson agreed that the event benefits the Village; however, he suggested earmarking the amount of the donation for transportation and safety since the donation provides a flow of traffic and safety within the community.  President Pino suggested adding police service as well. 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite suggested that the Village check be written directly to the bus service for the transportation.
It was the general consensus of the Board that the contribution be earmarked for transportation, police, and safety and that the Village’s check would be written directly to the bus transportation service.

Trustee Herrmann noted that the fundraiser is beneficial; although, has concerns about using public funds for a not for profit scholarship program. Mrs. Silets stated that the charity event is a non-for-profit fundraiser and that other charity events do not attract the numbers of attendees as the Garden Walk Event does. 

H.L. Silets stated that the reason for establishing last years’ transportation service was due to residents complaining about the traffic and numerous cars parking on Village streets and along Miller Road.

It was noted that the Miller Road project this summer would be a factor with regard to transportation and that the bus service would have to coordinate using alternative routes.

President Pino declared the motion approved.
B.
Home Fire Sprinklers:  Protecting Your Community.  

Village Building and Zoning Officer Kelly Rafferty addressed the Board.  Mr. Rafferty explained that the purpose of his appearance before the Board is as a follow-up to the presentation made to the Board in February by Guy Trayling, Assistant Fire Marshal of the Lake Zurich Fire Department, regarding the merits of residential fire sprinkler systems.  The Lake Zurich and Wauconda Fire Departments are asking each of the municipalities served by their Districts to adopt the 2012 editions of the International Codes including the requirement for the installation of automatic residential fire sprinkler systems in all newly constructed single-family homes.  

Mr. Rafferty noted that the Village currently enforces the 2000 editions of the International Codes (International Building Code, International Residential Code, International Mechanical Code, International Fuel Gas Code and International Fire Code).  The International Codes are published by the International Code Council (ICC) in 3 year cycles. The International Residential Code, beginning with the 2009 edition, requires the installation of automatic residential fire sprinkler systems in all new single-family homes.  Additions and alterations to existing single-family homes are exempt from that requirement.

Mr. Rafferty noted that Village adopted the 2000 editions of the International Codes back in 2002, including certain amendments to the International Building Code and International Fire Code as recommended by the Lake Zurich and Wauconda Fire Departments.   The code amendments adopted by the Board at that time included the requirement that all new non-residential buildings be provided with automatic fire sprinkler systems.  Mr. Rafferty pointed out that each of the office buildings subsequently constructed in the Wynstone North & South Commercial areas are fully protected by automatic fire sprinkler systems.  It was also noted that the Village Board did not wish to amend the codes to require residential fire sprinklers back in 2002 or again in 2007 when last approached by the Fire Departments to do so.

Mr. Rafferty stated that he agrees that it is time for the Village to adopt the current editions of the International Codes and noted that one of the benefits of adopting the current codes is that the Village may receive a better rating from the Insurance Services Organization (ISO).  The ISO rating is used by insurance companies when establishing insurance rates for Village residents. 

It was noted that there are approximately 90 municipalities and jurisdictions in Illinois that currently require residential fire sprinkler systems in new home construction including the Villages of Barrington, Lake Barrington, and Lake Zurich as well as the unincorporated areas which are located in the Lake Zurich and Barrington Fire Districts.  It was noted that the number will continue to increase as more and more towns adopt the current International Codes.

Mr. Rafferty took the opportunity to have the Board watch a 16 minute video produced by the nonprofit Home Fire Sprinkler Coalition which discusses and describes the benefits, design and installation of a NFPA 13D home fire sprinkler system.  President Pino requested that copies of the video be provided to Trustee Kolar and Trustee Kafka who were not in attendance at this meeting.  Following the video presentation there was discussion relative to the proposed amendments to the NFPA 13D standard as recommended by the Fire Departments, most notably to require that sprinkler heads be installed in attached garages, bathrooms of any size, and walk-in closets.  There was further discussion relative to system costs and the number of vacant lots remaining in the Village.  Mr. Rafferty indicated that at this time there are a total of 77 vacant lots remaining to be developed in North Barrington, including 23 in Wynstone.  It was also noted that any such requirement for residential fire sprinkler systems would not apply to the 7 homes to be constructed in the Old Barrington Farm Subdivision per the terms of the Annexation Agreement.  

Mr. Rafferty sought direction from the Board as to whether they want him to prepare an ordinance for the Board’s consideration which would serve to adopt the 2012 editions of the International Codes and particularly whether they wish to have the ordinance include or delete the residential fire sprinkler provisions and the amendments to them as requested by the Lake Zurich and Wauconda Fire Departments.  
Trustee Johnson asked if $15,000 was considered a reasonable cost for a residential sprinkler system.  Mr. Rafferty explained that Assistant Fire Marshal Trayling referenced a 3,000 sq. ft. house with a private well when he mentioned the cost of $15,000. Mr. Rafferty stated that the cost seemed reasonable. It was noted that estimates are typically calculated using $2.50/square footage for the sprinkler area plus there would be additional costs for the holding tank and pump which range approximately between $3,000-$4,000 each. 
Trustee Herrmann stated that he was under the impression that Lake County mandates residential sprinklers in new home construction in all of the unincorporated areas. Mr. Rafferty stated that he would verify the information.

Trustee Boland was of the opinion that it is time to adopt the residential fire sprinkler systems in all newly constructed single-family homes and that the Board should direct Mr. Rafferty to prepare the Ordinances. 

Trustee Johnson agreed with Trustee Boland.
Trustee Herrmann stated that he would be in favor of adopting the residential fire sprinkler systems as residential sprinklers save lives; however, noted that it will be a huge cost to the homeowner and that the sprinkler system will require ongoing maintenance.

Trustee Weiner agreed with Trustee Herrmann.

President Pino stated that he is in favor of adopting the current codes including the residential fire sprinkler system provisions and directed Mr. Rafferty to prepare an adoption ordinance for consideration at the April Board meeting.  

Mr. Rafferty noted that the ordinance that he will prepare will serve to adopt not only the current editions of the International Codes but also the current editions of the National Electrical Code and the state mandated Illinois Plumbing Code, Illinois Accessibility Code and Illinois Energy Code.  There was brief follow-up discussion about establishing an effective date for the residential fire sprinkler provisions if adopted by the Board.  In that regard it was noted that the State of Illinois requires a 30 day notice period for building code adoptions before they become effective.  It was also noted that any newly adopted building codes would not apply to building permit applications which are submitted to the Village in complete form and in good faith prior to the effective date of the new codes.

President Pino declared the matter removed from the table.
Mr. Brooks Marsh, 255 Woodland Drive, addressed the Board regarding a letter he received from the Village denying his request to have a third estate sale within a one year period. He explained that he is looking to have a third sale in May as he and his wife plan to move. He added that he is facing personal hardships and that during the last estate sale, a neighbor removed area signage during which affected his profits by $14,000.  
Trustee Herrmann asked if legal action had been taken against the neighbor who stole the estate signs.
Mr. Brooks stated that a civil suit was filed in a small claims court due to his neighbor removing the estate signs. However; he has since dropped the matter due to personal matters. 

Trustee Boland asked if the house was on the market for sale. Mr. Marsh stated that the house is currently for sale.
Trustee Weiner noted his concern about the amount of traffic during the sale.
There was brief discussion among the Board and Mr. Brooks about a date and time for an upcoming sale, if approved. Mr. Brooks stated that he would most likely have the sale on May 17th and 18th.

President Pino advised Mr. Marsh to provide a letter to the Village advising of the dates for their sale. 

B.
FY 2014 Proposed Budget

It was noted that information regarding the FY 2014 proposed budget was included in the packet materials. 
Trustee Johnson stated that Village came in under budget last year for the line item “Roads- Construction” and that the Village did not spend the total amount of allocated funds on certain projects such as Oxford Road and culvert projects. He explained that Gewalt Hamilton, Inc. (Gewalt) recently provided a 2013 Road Maintenance Program proposal in the approximate amount of $360,000 excluding the Village Hall parking lot proposal. Trustee Johnson noted that the FY 2014 proposed budget allocated $420,000 toward roads construction which does not include any costs for the proposed traffic light at Route 22/Old Barrington Road. Trustee Johnson stated that there may not be enough funds in the roads budget to cover the costs of road construction and noted that importance of monitoring the expenditures carefully.
Trustee Johnson stated that the Board should be aware of the $130,000 amount allocated for the “Village Hall” which includes: $50,000 for the Village generator, $50,000 for the Village Parking Lot, and $30,000 for miscellaneous.

Susan Allman, Village Forester, addressed the Board and noted that the FY 2014 proposed budget only allocated $35,000 for the Forester, although; $50,000 was allocated for FY 2013. Ms. Allman requested that the Board consider allocating $50,000 for the FY 2014 proposed budget to address the needs of the entire Village, especially regarding the issue of tree removal/planting due to the Emerald Ash Borer (EAB).
Ms. Allman explained there are 958 ash trees in in Village right of ways which are in jeopardy. The EBA was first detected in 2011 and since then, 131 ash trees have been removed. 

Ms. Allman stated that the Village will be planting 25 trees in the Village right of ways as part of an EAB reforestation grant awarded in 2012. The cost of the trees/planting of the 25 trees is approximately $8.000. Ms. Allman stated that the Village did not receive the EAB reforestation grant for 2013. It was noted that the approximate cost to plant a tree is $320 although; the cost varies depending on the size of the tree.

President Pino declared the motion approved. 

C.
Consideration of Ordinance # 1232 to authorize the permanent closing of Oxford Road from the north line of Brookside Drive to a point approximately 75 feet south of Glen Circle Drive
John Cifonelli, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board to comment on the permanent closing of Oxford Road. Mr. Cifonelli stated that he was uncertain as to why the road was being closed. He stated there has been a lack of communication between the Village and residents and that the closing will have a major impact on Biltmore residents. Mr. Cifonelli stated that he heard that the Village may be providing compensatory storage on Oxford Road for the Miller Road project. He noted that the closing will require significant landscaping and requested a copy of the plans in order to view them.

President Pino explained that the road recently overtopped due to heavy rainfall and that the flooding on Oxford Road creates a safety hazard. It was noted that Village obtained pictures of the recent flooding. President Pino affirmed that the Village is providing compensatory storage to Lake County for the Miller Road project and currently working on coordinating the timing of both projects. He explained that a traffic study was performed on Oxford Road which reflected that a small amount of traffic utilizes the road. 
It was noted that area residents were notified of the future preventive action on Oxford Road in 2012.

Kim Ritschel, 284 Oxford Road, addressed the Board. Ms. Ritschel stated that she does not mind the closing of the road although noted her concern about the aesthetics and lack of Village communication. She noted that many residents use the road as a walking path and bike trail and would like to see that incorporated into the landscape plans.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that ordinarily a municipality is exempt from liability regarding accidents that they do not expect to happen by reason of the Tort Immunity Act; however, the exception is when a municipality knows of a dangerous situation such as the flooding and does not take action.  
President Pino explained the plans are solely preliminary and that the Village would take into consideration the concerns of the residents. He added that the plans would be made available to any resident who wished to view them.
Trustee Herrmann stated that he owns property near the location of the closing and has concern about losing the right of way on his property due to the closing of the road. He explained that there is no other access to the property other than thru Eton field. He noted his concern about the lack of Village communication and stated that he would like to see the plans.

Village Attorney Village J.W. Braithwaite stated that he was unaware of the property issue noted by Trustee Herrmann. Subsequently, he recommended passing the Ordinance in its present form and noted that the matter would be reviewed and possibly revisited at the April Board meeting.

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC – Flint Creek Restoration Update

Eton Park Woodlands - three-year Restoration bids 

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC, addressed the Board and explained that the Environmental and Health (E&H) Commission reviewed 6 requests for proposals (RFP) for maintenance of the Eton Park woodland area at a meeting held 3/7/13. The E&H Commission recommended Integrated Lakes Management’s (ILM). Ms. Schumm stated that ILM has been doing a good job under their current contract and are easy to work with. ILM’s current contact is about to expire. She mentioned that ILM was one of the less expensive companies. Ms. Schumm mentioned there were additional recommendations from the other RFP’s that she’d like to incorporate within the ILM contract.

Ms. Schumm stated that the Flint Creek Project is progressing. The contractor, ENCAP, has been providing weekly updates to the area residents.  Ms. Schumm explained that a majority of the rock has been installed except for the downstream portion regarding the lots of Citizens for Conservation and the property located at 497 Brookside Road.

Ms. Schumm requested that she be authorized to adjust the budget in order to remove a number of fallen trees that have fallen since the original plans were created. The trees are creating a blockage in the creek. Ms. Schumm stated that the cost to remove the fallen trees is approximately $4,000 and noted that contingency funds are available in the amount of $15,000. 

It was noted that the Board did not need to vote on the matter since funds are available in the budget. It was the general consensus of the Board to authorize the adjustment of the budget.  

Trustee Herrmann asked where the trees would be placed after they are removed from the creek. Ms. Schumm stated that a portion of the trees would be cut into logs and that some of the residents have requested the logs. It was noted that the remaining debris would be cleaned up as well. 

Ms. Schumm stated that an application was submitted for Stormwater Infrastructure Repair Funds (SIRF) through the Lake County Stormwater Management Commission (SMC) to improve drainage on Rt. 59, south of Rt. 22.

Ms. Schumm noted that she will provide her year-to-date summary at the April Board meeting as her contract expires in May.

NEW BUSINESS
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite suggested that each Board member consider contacting their state senators/representatives with regard to the State’s budget concerning local revenue and funding. The proposals being recommended by Governor Quinn would reduce/eliminate funds that are due to municipalities, townships and counties in order to balance the state budget. 

President Pino explained that the State is considering taking motor fuel tax funds away from municipalities and loaning it to state agencies in order to pay back the funds back within a five year period.
