Approve 4/28/10 Vouchers for payment of bills
Trustee Koertner inquired about the amount being paid to Tallgrass Restoration, LLC (Tallgrass) and whether the amount completed the contract with Tallgrass. Village Administrator Kathy Nelander replied that the contract has not been fulfilled as the Village is awaiting a final report and documentary photographs.
In addition, Trustee Koertner explained that the Village currently has an affiliation with Nancy Schumm-Burgess, Barrington Area Conservation Trust (BACTrust) however; Ms. Schumm-Burgess is resigning from BACTrust in order to become an Independent Environmental Consultant. It was noted that her existing contract will become invalid. There was discussion among the Board about her pay rate. 

Ms. Schumm-Burgess stated that she would provide a copy of her existing contract plus provide a new contract for the Board following the approval of the proposed Fiscal Year (FY) 2011 Budget.

PRESENTATION
A.
Cuba Township Road District Highway Commissioner Tom Gooch – Discussion of Sign Inventory and Future Cost Requirements
President Sauer invited Cuba Township Road District Highway Commissioner Tom Gooch to address the Board.
Commissioner Gooch addressed the Board and explained that a new federal and unfunded mandate, effective January 2008, requires all agencies having jurisdiction over roads, to implement a plan to keep their traffic signs above a minimum level of retro reflectivity. Agencies have until January 2012 to establish a sign assessment and maintenance plan; agencies are allowed to choose a maintenance method that best fits their budget.

Commissioner Gooch stated that the Cuba Township Highway Department (Highway Department) uses ArcMap to maintain their street sign inventory which includes retro reflectivity data among other information. The Highway Department purchased equipment in order to begin the inventory process at a cost of approximately $60,000; $100,000 has been earmarked by Illinois General Assembly Representative Mark Beaubien per Commissioner Gooch.
Commissioner Gooch proposed that the Village contribute $5,000.00 this year and budget $5,000/year over the next two years (for a total of $15,000) in order to create/maintain the sign inventory. It was noted that Lake Barrington contributed $5,000 toward the project. 
There was discussion among the Board about how the Village would fund the project. It was noted by Village Administrator Kathy Nelander that $5,000 was budgeted under Cuba Township Services within the proposed FY 2011 Budget. 

Motion: Trustee Boland moved to approve the amount of $5,000 to be paid to the Cuba Township Highway Department for the sign inventory assessment and an additional $5,000/year to be included in the Village budgets over the next two years for a total amount not to exceed $15,000; seconded by Trustee Weiner.

(Tabled) Consideration of Ordinance # _____, Amending Village Code Title 6, Chapter

2, Animals

The revisions to Section 6-2-2 focused on the definition of running at large and; Section 6-2-3 focused on a penalty structure. Motion to award Contract for the Completion of the Bickerstaff Subdivision

President Sauer explained that bids were received for the Bickerstaff Subdivision Closeout project on 4/12/10. This is for subdivision work within the right of way of the dedicated street which was the obligation of the developer who defaulted but was covered by the proceeds of a letter of credit which have been paid to the Village. The recommendation was provided by Baxter & Woodman, Inc. and made available to the Board in their packet materials.
Baxter & Woodman analyzed each of the bids and found Chicagoland Paving to be the lowest responsible bidder. Their bid was in the amount of $37,090.

Motion to Approve Proposed Fiscal Year 2011 Budget

A copy of the proposed Fiscal Year 2011 Budget had been made available to the Board in their packet materials.
President Sauer noted that there was a change in the budget due to unexpected costs related to a failing culvert on Signal Hill Road as well as, necessary road and culvert repairs on Rugby Road. The repair to the culvert on Signal Hill requires more restoration than originally expected and will cost the Village approximately $125,000-$150,000. The cost for Rugby Road is approximately $50,000-$55,000. President Sauer stated that the Village will be cutting back on the original planned road work and repair roads that are not mandatory.
