II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT
John Cifonelli, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board about pre-construction matters on Miller Road. Mr. Cifonelli stated that a random truck left white concrete track marks on his driveway which he is not able to remove. He just repaved his driveway. He also noted that there are heavy-duty trucks traveling on Village roads. His concern is that they will damage Village roads.
President Pino stated that the trucks in question might have been utility trucks however; he would he would address Mr. Cifonelli’s concerns during the pre-construction meeting on 7/3/13 with Lake County Department of Transportation (LCDOT).

Mr. Cifonelli additionally addressed the closing of Oxford Road and noted his concern about whether the Village did all it could to prevent/alleviate flooding on the road. Mr. Cifonelli stated his opinion that a contributing factor to the flooding of Oxford Road was the accumulated debris. Mr. Cifonelli also noted that debris was deposited up-stream from resident Gery Herrmann’s residence as a result of the Flint Creek project. Mr. Cifonelli stated that is it suspicious that Mr. Herrmann’s driveway has collapsed two times since the project began. 
Lastly, Mr. Cifonelli suggested that Item: “O” on the consent agenda (Motion to approve the proposal for the removal of pavement of the segment of Oxford Road, south of Glen Circle and north of Brookside Road) be removed from the consent agenda. Mr. Cifonelli stated that the removal of the Oxford Road culverts might increase the flooding. It was in his opinion that there has not been a finding of fact to close Oxford Road and requested that the Board reconsider their decision.
Peg Ford, 273 Woodland Drive, addressed the Board to convey her concern about the closing of Oxford Road. She suggested installing gates on Oxford Road since it does not flood that often. She noted that traffic will increase on Gen Circle when Oxford Road closes and that Glen Circle is narrow with significant drops on each side of the road. Two cars cannot pass each other easily. It was in her opinion that increased traffic on Glen Circle will present a new safety issue.
Denis Felke, 588 Eton Drive, addressed the Board to discuss his concern about the closing of Oxford Road. It was his opinion that the closing Oxford Road is the wrong solution to drainage issues.

Cindy Payne, 255 Oxford Road, addressed the Board, to discuss her concern about the closing of Oxford Road. She stated that she was shocked when she heard the news and that the Village did not notify her about the closing. She stated that the Village should have conducted a public hearing to notify residents and does not understand the basis for the closing. She concurred with Ms. Ford about the traffic increasing on Glen Circle and noted that the fall of on each side of the road is a new safety concern. 

John Rumsey, 591 Brookside Road, addressed the Board and stated that he is opposed to the closing of Oxford Road. He suggested that the Village conduct a Village wide survey to obtain the opinions of the residents such as the leaf burning survey in years past. 
Sally Deniston, 297 Oxford Road, addressed the Board to discuss her opposition to the closing of Oxford Road. She stated that her property is on Oxford Road and Glen Circle. She stated that she agrees with her husband that removal of the Oxford Road culverts will cause additional flooding.

IV. 
ORDINANCES/RESOLUTIONS
A.
Consideration of Ordinance # 1238, An Ordinance Adopting by Reference of the Lake County Watershed Development Ordinance 
President Pino explained that Lake County adopted the Lake County Watershed Development Ordinance (WDO) in June 2013 which established rules and regulations for floodplain and stormwater management throughout the County of Lake. Additionally, the County adopted a Resolution approving amendments to the Lake County WDO.  The map changes, as mandated by FEMA included floodplain maps and vertical survey datum changes. In order for property owners to qualify for flood insurance under the National Flood Insurance Program, the municipality must adopt the most current FEMA Flood Insurance Rate Maps.  Since the Village floodplain ordinance is the WDO the Village must adopt the amended County’s Watershed Development Ordinance with the new maps listed in the appendix.

Motion to authorize Village President to enter into contract for consulting services relative to Crown Castle cellular tower lease 
President Pino noted  that the he and the Village Attorney had a conference call with a representative from Vertical Consultants to discuss the Village’s current cell tower lease. 

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that Crown Castle had recently contacted the Village to extend the Village’s current lease.

Trustee Boland asked about how the Vertical Consultant’s representative would be paid. It was noted that the Village would pay a consulting fee $300/hour, with a cap of $10,000.

Trustee Boland noted that the Village should consider making arrangements for some type of security when the cell tower is removed upon the lease ending.

President Pino noted that the income from the cell tower is a considerable source of funding for the Village.

Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC – 319 Grant Management
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC, addressed the Board in order to provide an update to the Flint Creek Project. She explained that the Village will continue to work south of the property located at 257 Kimberly Road. It was noted that the driveway collapsed at the property located at 257 Kimberly Road. Additionally, there were two creek bridges that drifted downstream from the property located at 261 Kimberly Road to 257 Kimberly Road.
Trustee Andrew asked whose responsibility it is to retrieve the bridges out of the creek. Ms. Schumm explained that it is responsibility of the owner.
Ms. Schumm stated that the prior work performed on Flint Creek held up even with the unprecedented rainfall and flooding yesterday and this morning. She reminded noted that the Village has a 3 year maintenance agreement with ENCAP, Inc. 

Ms. Shumm added that the Village has an Emergency Operations Plan and that the current flooding incident would have been a good opportunity to implement and refine strategies with the Emergency Management team. It was noted that former Trustee Herrmann would need to be replaced as a team member.

President Pino stated that the Board would not be considering the issue of replacing the dais and that the dais would just be repaired.

Village Update
President Pino commented on the unprecedented rainfall and flooding that occurred on 6/25/16 and 6/26/13. He explained that there was significant flooding within the Village. A culvert collapsed on Signal Hill Road and a portion of the road collapsed as well. It was noted that there were additionally incidents within the Village. However; the Village and Cuba Township Highway Department are working to repair the roadways.
President Pino noted that he would be speaking with the Village’s Engineer about drainage matters.

Approve Proposal for the removal of pavement of the segment of Oxford Road, south of Glen Circle and north of Brookside Drive

Trustee Boland stated that the Village has considered the issue two times previously:

1. The closing of Oxford Road

2. The Intergovernmental Agreement between Lake County and the Village

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the Village has a formal contractual relationship with Lake County and that the Village entered into an Intergovernmental Agreement with the County. Pursuant to the Agreement, the County paid the Village for the compensatory storage (comp storage). 

President Pino provided an explanation of comp storage.

Cindy Payne addressed the Board and asked who made the decision to use Oxford Road for comp storage. 

President Pino explained that there were only a few locations available for comp storage. The Village Board concurred in the recommendations as provided by Village Engineers.

There was discussion between the Board and the audience members about potential alternatives to the closing of Oxford Road including a car bridge, or using an alternate road for comp storage. 

There was further discussion among the audience members and the Board about the possibility Glen Circle receiving more traffic when Oxford Road closes and that it might be hazardous due to the narrowness of Glen Circle. President Pino stated that he would have the Village’s Engineer look into the matter.  

It was noted that the Village is interested in putting a future walking/biking bridge on Oxford Road.
Motion: Trustee Boland moved to approve authorization for the Village President to enter into a contract for the removal of pavement of the segment of Oxford Road, south of Glen Circle and north of Brookside Drive at a price not to exceed the amount previously provided by Rose Farm, Inc. plus or minus 10%; seconded by Trustee Smith:
