IV.
PRESENTATIONS
A. Karen Yancy, BACT Proposal
Karen Yancy, Executive Director of the Barrington Area Conservation Trust (BACT) addressed the Board regarding the possible land acquisitions for the properties located at 24980 and 24840 Route 22 in unincorporated Lake County. Ms. Yancy stated that Patsy Mortimer, Flint Creek Watershed Partnership, Steve Mountsier, Lake County Board, and Dave Nelson Cuba Township Supervisor would be speaking in support of the land acquisition.
Patsy Mortimer, Coordinator for the Flint Creek Watershed Partnership (FCWP), addressed the Board to discuss how the acquisition would benefit the FCWP Plan and the Village.  She explained that the FCWP’s Green Infrastructure Plan encourages land preservation by utilizing private land owners and local government organizations by connecting open spaces. It was noted that the property was designated as Advance Identification Wetlands (ADID) in the Lake County area. Ms. Mortimer encouraged the Board to protect the property.
Dave Nelson, Cuba Township Supervisor, addressed the Board and stated that future development of the property would have a negative impact on the Flint Creek Watershed.  Mr. Nelson recommended that the Board purchase the property in order to protect the watershed and preserve open space for future generations. He noted that land prices are currently low and encouraged the Board to think about future litigation costs in defending potential development. He further added that the Village would have significant support in the preservation and restoration of the watershed by working with BACT and FCWP.  

Steve Mountsier, Lake County Board Vice Chairman, addressed the Board and noted that in addition to being a member of the Lake County Board, he’s been a member of the Stormwater Management Commission (SMC) for the past twelve years. Mr. Mountsier stated that some of the ADID wetlands were lost in Lake County prior to the SMC ordinances which were created to protect the wetlands. He thanked the Board for their consideration and strongly urged the Board to contemplate the acquisition.
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite asked Mr. Mountsier if there was assistance available such as county grants. Mr. Mountsier noted that the Illinois Department of Natural Resources and the Lake County Forest Preserve District (Executive Director Tom Hahn or Land Preservation Manager Bill Davis) are good resources.  

It was noted that Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC is an additional resource for searching for available grants. 

Karen Yancy stated that BACT is additionally considering the purchase of a 25-acre parcel of land in the amount of $500 from Lake County. The land is located next to the properties at 24980 and 24840 Route 22 and almost entirely ADID high-quality wetlands. The property is being sold by Lake County as Trustee and if purchased, BACT would be able to maintain the wetlands in their natural state. Consequently, if the Village agrees to purchase the property located at 24980 and 24840 Route 22, BACT would transfer the 25-acre parcel to the Village which would add additional acreage to the proposed acquisition and increase property value. Ms. Yancy suggested that the Board pass a resolution to allocate its portion of the funds in order to move forward and provide BACT with the assurance it needs prior to purchasing the 25-acre parcel. 

Trustee Herrmann stated that he walked the property located at 24980 and 24840 Route 22.

Ms. Yancy explained that a Phase 1 environmental study would need to be performed and that the study would be a condition to the acquisition. She would like to see the cost of the study divided between the Village and BACT.
Nancy Schumm, Schumm Consulting, LLC addressed the Board and explained that grants are available for restoration.
It was noted that President Pino and Trustee Boland are going to meet with the developer to discuss the property.
There was general discussion among the Board and Ms. Yancey about the cost of the acquisition and about the possibility of scheduling a special meeting to vote on the matter.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that legal his services regarding the acquisition of this particular property would be pro bono. 

B. Barrington Relay For Life - June 8, 2012
Joanne Dalessandro, 2012 Relay for Life Chair addressed the Board and stated that the event will be held at the Barrington High School Community Stadium with Opening Ceremony beginning at 6:00 PM on June 8, 2012. A kick off celebration will be held on January 30th at 7:00 PM at 111 Grille in Barrington.  Ms. Dalessandro commented on additional community events surrounding the relay and encouraged Village participation. 

It was noted that the Village did not sponsor the event last year. President Pino requested that the matter be on the February agenda for consideration.
V. 
RESOLUTIONS/ORDINANCES

A. 
Ordinance #1216, Amending Village Code Section 5-5-11, to add a Reference to the Village Trust and Agency Account – Watershed Development Ordinance.

It was noted that a substitute ordinance was submitted to the Board by the Village Attorney. Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the proposed ordinance simplifies the entire procedure by providing a Standard Watershed Review Fee of $650.00. The proposed ordinance also provides that an additional amount may be required for the T&A Account based on particular circumstances. 

Trustee Boland stated that the language in the fourth paragraph should be amended from “development petitioner” to “development petition”.  It was noted that the Village Clerk would make the necessary revision.

B. 
Ordinance # 1217, Amending Village Code – Section 8-3-5E relating to Construction without a Permit
It was noted that a substitute ordinance was submitted to the Board by the Village Attorney following a discussion with Building and Zoning Officer Kelly Rafferty.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite stated that the current Village ordinance provides for a fee surcharge to be assessed if construction is started prior to obtaining the necessary permit(s). The proposed ordinance provides that a charge will be an assessed in the amount of double the amount of the required permit fee, in addition to the regular permit fee. However; if it is determined that construction without a permit begins after notice that a permit is required, a fine will be assessed not to exceed $750 per day for each day of construction without a permit, but not less than $8,000.
Trustee Boland suggested that the proposed ordinance be restructured to include a fine of $750/day in addition to actual costs incurred by the Village and without placing a dollar amount on the minimum. 
It was the general consensus of the Board that the proposed ordinance include actual costs incurred by the Village and that there be no minimum dollar amount.
There was brief discussion among the Board about the current ordinance/fees vs. the proposed ordinance/fees. 
Motion: Trustee Boland moved to adopt Ordinance # 1217 as amended to revise Section 8-3-5E by adding language to include: “…a fine shall be assessed in an amount not to exceed $750 per day for each day of construction without a permit, and in addition thereto, the cost of the Village’s inspection and enforcement expense”; seconded by Trustee Weiner:

Janet Agnoletti, Executive Director, Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) addressed the Board and reviewed highlights from the 2011 Legislative Action Report and the 2012 BACOG Legislative Platform. 
Ms. Agnoletti briefly discussed the Property Tax Extension Limitation Law (PTELL) House Bill 3793. Through the efforts of BACOG and other groups, the bill was defeated in veto session. If the bill had passed it would have prevented local governments from collecting inflationary increases through property tax levies if the overall assessed valuation of properties declined within a taxing district. 
Ms. Agnoletti stated that the Lake County Municipal League and BACOG will be having a legislative breakfast on February 4th at 9:00 a.m. and encouraged the Board to attend. She additionally encouraged the Board to attend upcoming Lobby Days on March 7th and 8th in Springfield, IL.
